· Arts and Humanities Panel is unsure whether in the case of this particular course using course grades is an acceptable measure for the Assessment Panel of the ASCC. Usually, it is far preferable to use a rubric to evaluate that each GE expected learning outcome has been achieved rather than use course grades since other elements often factor in the assignment grades (as opposed to solely fulfilling GE expected learning outcomes). Make sure to talk with representative of the Assessment Panel before teaching course.
