1. Approval of 3-6-15 minutes   
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Cashin, unanimously approved 
2. One-time offering of Art 5797-Trip to Siena 
· Concurrence was requested and obtained from FRIT. The Dept of Art also requested a concurrence from Dept of Geography (which was probably not necessary). No response was received, thus concurrence is assumed. Discussion about whether concurrence should be requested from Architecture, History, or History of Art. The Panel decides that is not necessary.
· Cashin, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
3. English 3271 (existing course with GE Cultures and Ideas; requesting 50% Distance Learning or more) 
· Not clear whether all readings in the weekly schedule are from Language: Introductory Readings. 
· M. Kaylor: This is mostly a flipped course. 

· The GE assessment plan is not changing. GE assessment will likely take place as it has been carried out previously. 

· Parson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
4. Philosophy 5610 and Linguistics 5410 (new courses)—cross-listed 
· Panel assumes that departments will include all necessary information/boilerplate language in syllabi when course is taught.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Cashin, unanimously approved
5. Anthropology 1000 (requesting GE Cultures and Ideas)  
· Courses that carry the number 1099 or below are considered remedial. As such, this course could not be counted in the degree. To count, the course will need to be renumbered. See numbering explanation pp. 82-83 in ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 
· GE Assessment plan for requested GE Cultures and Ideas: sample questions address course content more than GE ELOs. Sample questions pertain to identifying concepts but not (1) analyzing and interpreting major forms of human thought, culture, and expression or (2) evaluating how ideas influence the character of human beliefs, the perception of reality, and the norms which guide human behavior. Essay questions or short paragraph answers would be more appropriate. An indirect measure could be included in course evaluation.

· Taleghani-Nikazm, Cashin, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above)
6. NELC 3625 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies) 

· Concurrence from Film Studies requests that word “cinema” be removed from title of course. The Dept of NELC decided not to do that and responded to J. Davidson to that effect with a rationale for their choice. No subsequent response from J. Davidson to NELC’s e-mail is included in the course request. Panel asks to see if there was a response from J. Davidson.
