1. Approval of 3-27-15 minutes 
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved
2. EALL 2284 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas)  
· Panel thinks it is a very interesting course that will appeal to many students.
· Assessment plan: Use of rubric for sample questions that measure understanding of specific ELOs of GE Cultures and Ideas is excellent. Please remember that course grades (mentioned under point b) do not usually measure achievement of GE ELOs (since many other factors contribute to a course grade). For indirect assessment, it is best to create questions that relate directly to the GE ELOs and insert these in the discursive evaluation.
· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one recommendation/clarification (in italics above)
3. History/Religious Studies 3680 (new course; requesting GE Historical Study and GE Diversity-Global Studies)  
· The GE assessment plan mentions a rubric. For future submissions, the Arts and Humanities Panel asks that any such rubric used for GE assessment be included in the course request as well.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
4. NELC 3625 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies) 
· Discussion about contingency from Film Studies. The latter unit granted concurrence on the condition that two requests be fulfilled: (1) that the work “cinema” be removed from the course title and (2) that a disclaimer be added to the syllabus and the advertising for the course that the course does not satisfy Film Studies requirements. NELC met the second request but not the first. The Panel is sympathetic to the arguments presented by Film Studies (namely, that students often assume that such a course would in fact count for their Film Studies major, which then puts them in a bind when they approach graduation and discover that they do not have enough courses in the major to graduate). However, the Panel decides that it is not their decision to make at this point whether the word “cinema” or “film” can only be used in a course title when the course can count in the Film Studies minor or major. 
· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
5. Earth Sciences 1911 (requesting GE Historical Study)
· Concern: If only one third of the course is spent on each GE category, then maybe students shouldn’t get 4 credit hrs worth for any of the three requested GE categories. That is, perhaps students should only get the equivalent of 1+ credit hr for a GE category. Panel expresses concern about courses that cover several GE categories. Sometimes, there is overlap of GE categories (e.g., a course could easily deal with Cultures and Ideas and Social Diversity in the U.S. for the whole of the course). However, in this instance, that is not the case at all.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved
6. Linguistics 2797.01 (new course; requesting GE Education Abroad)  
· Course seems very interesting. Beth Hume is now at the University of Canterbury and will be in charge of the course.

7. History of Art 2003 (existing course with GE Visual and Performing Arts and Diversity-Global Studies; requesting change of title and addition of GE Historical Study) and History of Art 2003H (existing course with GE Visual and Performing Arts and Diversity-Global Studies; requesting addition of GE Historical Study)
