· The question about exams is not answered explicitly. However, the following webpage http://u.osu.edu/introenvironmentalscience/course-assignments/final-exam/ explains that the final consists of 50 multiple choice questions that need to be answered in 100 minutes. The short time given for each question is probably the best guarantee that students will not attempt to cheat.
· Disability statement on the syllabus should be in 16 pt font.

4. Revision to Physics Minor

· The Department wishes to drop a one-hr course, Physics 2095, that is not really connected to the minor—course meant for students who wish to pursue graduate degree in Physics or obtain employment in Physics. 
· Advising sheet:

· Add credit hrs for the elective courses.
· Address typo: Physics 2300 is Intermediate Mechanics I (not II).
· Physics 2301 seems to be a prereq for the electives—except for one course (Physics 3470). Why not make it a required course since two electives are needed? Please clarify.
· Recommendation to add sentence that “Some of the courses may have additional prerequisites.”

· For Physics 6810, indicate that permission of instructor and approved petition to the graduate school may be needed.
