· Heckler, Craigmile, unanimously approved
2. Anthropology 3304 (return; existing course requesting GE Natural Science-Biological Science)  
· Changes have been made to the course. The content of the course is now appropriate for GE Natural Science-Biological Science. Three to four of the GE Biological Science areas that the Panel has mentioned in the past are now covered in the proposal.

· The assessment plan is more geared toward the specific GE ELOs; sample questions are given for each ELO. Toward the end of the assessment plan, the plan reverts to course assessment rather than GE assessment, but overall because of the specific sample questions the Department provides for each ELO, the Panel agrees that the Department has a workable assessment plan.
· The Department still wishes to drop the Anthropology 2200 prerequisite. This is still a concern, but the Panel agrees that this is mostly the Department’s concern.

· Remove the reference to Evolutionary Studies minor on p. 1 of the syllabus since students can no longer start this minor. The minor is in the process of being deactivated.
· Craigmile, Heckler, unanimously approved (for BA students) with one recommendation (in italics above)
3. Entomology 2400H (existing course with GE Natural Science-Biological Science status; request to remove some prereqs) 

· Request for clarification. What was the Department’s rationale for having these prereqs originally? Will the course content or delivery change as a result of the prereqs being removed? Many Honors students often come in with AP credit in the sciences (hence it would not be very difficult to keep the prereq).
