Agenda: 
1. Changes to GIS Latina/o Studies 
· The Graduate Handbook specifies that “A Graduate Interdisciplinary Specialization involves two or more graduate programs outside the student’s major graduate program. A Graduate Interdisciplinary Specialization requires a minimum of 10 hours of graduate-level course work in at least three courses. Twenty hours of graduate-level courses is the maximum allowance for a Graduate Interdisciplinary Specialization. Nine hours taken for the Graduate Interdisciplinary Specialization must be completed outside of the student’s home program in at least three courses. The student must receive a grade of B or better or S in each course comprising the Graduate Interdisciplinary Specialization. The completed Graduate Interdisciplinary Specialization will appear on the student’s transcript.” In the proposed revision, student can take one course in their home department. That would mean that only 7 credit hours would be taken outside the home graduate program. Therefore, the proposal does not conform to the Graduate School rules. 

· All the elective courses but one (Spanish 5389) should have an asterisk: that is, “Trauma Studies” and “Ethnography” should have an asterisk as well. Also those two courses are only identified by their titles; course listings and numbers should be provided as well.

· How many of the courses with an asterisk have been offered in the last year with a Latina/o focus on a regular basis? Please provide data on whether the GIS is sustainable.

· How many students are taking the GIS now?

· How many students are taking the core course now?

· Not take proposal to an e-vote until points above have been addressed.
2. Comparative Studies 6425 (course change; credit hours change) & Spanish 6705 (course change; credit hours change)  

· Suggest to departments that they remove D- (not a grade at OSU).

· Inform Departments that ASC Curriculum and Assessment Services will replace following prereq info on form “Prereq: Grad standing, or permission of instructor” with “Prereq: Grad standing, or permission of instructor and approved petition to the Graduate School.” Indeed, Graduate School needs to approve petition—permission of instructor is not sufficient.

· ASC Curriculum and Assessment Services will uncheck “professional” intended rank on form, since this course is not meant for professional students.

3. Art 5797 May15 offering of “Filmmaking in Berlin”—faculty: Roger Beebe  

· No form in curriculum.osu.edu because course already exists. Particular syllabus is submitted because this is a study abroad.
4. Geography 5212 (new course)  

· Suggest to change reference to “5 short midterm examinations” on p. 2 with “5 short examinations” (since they are not all midterms).

5. Linguistics 7890.12 (new course)  

· The attached note, “The course is an undergraduate course and so no curricular map is required” is, of course, incorrect. This is a graduate course.
· Suggestion: Syllabus needs to be updated for semesters (there is a “quarter” reference) and remove language related to “group study” on syllabus and course form. The latter will need to be addressed before the course moves on to OAA so that “group study” reference is not included in the permanent course catalog.

· Recommend to have more specific breakdown of the grades.

6. NELC 5121 (new course)  

· Committee wonders whether course will be shared via CIC.
7. NELC 5126 (new course)  

· No comments.
8. Spanish 5389 (new course)  

· Should obtain concurrence from Anthropology (course deals with ethnography). Not send out for e-vote.
9. Anthropology 7800 (new course)  

· No prereqs because it is a graduate course.
· Suggestion to address tone in syllabus.

· Instruct department that the following line “Undergrads may enroll with instructor permission” will need to be adjusted to “Undergrads may enroll with instructor permission and approved petition to the Graduate School.”

· Contingency: Replace academic honesty statement with standard language found on p. 15 of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual: https://asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdfThe following sentence, in particular, should be removed, “If you are caught cheating or plagiarizing, you WILL FAIL this course.” This is incorrect since it is up to the Committee on Academic Misconduct to determine the sanction. 

10. Music 7780.22 (new course) & Spanish 7780.22 (new course)  

· Not take for an e-vote since syllabus submitted is the same as for Music/Spanish 2208.22, which course was approved with several contingencies by the Arts and Humanities Panel of the ASCC. The syllabus for Music/Spanish 2208.22 is expected to be different once resubmitted, and hence it is preferable that the Graduate Curriculum Committee see (and vote on) the final version of the syllabus.
