1. Revision CIS-BS (guest Neelam Soundarajan)  
· N. Soundarajan: Three changes are being introduced as a consequence of program assessment:

a) The technical electives option is actually a return to a structure in place under quarters. These options will be transcriptable. 
a. Panel response: 

i. Those sample options are very useful, well-thought through. 
ii. The “Information and Computation Assurance Option” also includes “relevant courses in business, econ, law.” N. Soundarajan: Those courses are not here listed, but there are courses in mind.
b) ECE 2000 (4 cr) will be replaced by ECE 2060 (3 cr).

c) Students taking Phil 1338 for their GE Cultures and Ideas (extended version of 1337 with presentation component) will not need to take CSE 2501. 

· The new assessment plan with new curriculum map will be needed for major assessment purposes in the Spring. 
· Update program description to make clear where GE courses are. This is especially the case for the “science elective” that appears under “electives” on p. 4. This is actually the GE Natural Science Biological Science requirement with lab and a 3rd GE Natural Science course. Since there are no 5-credit GE Natural Science Biological Science courses with lab, students would still need to take a third GE Natural Science course (biological science or physical science), which would bring the total above 5 credits. These hours above the stated 5 credits would increase the total for the major (since in ASC, GE credit cannot also count for major credit).
· Daly, Heckler, unanimously approved with 2 recommendations (in italics above)
2. HCS 2201 (existing course with GE Natural Science-Biological Science; request for hybrid delivery) 
· Request to also submit the approved in-class syllabus so that the Panel can compare the on-line version of the syllabus with the in-class version.
· Not sure whether on-line delivery will be operationally possible. Please include more details about what students will be doing.

· Seek ODEE guidance to make sure that the course conforms to Quality Matters rubric: odee.osu.edu/quality-matters

· Overarching concern: how will students know what to do, access the professor, know how to get help?

· P. 1: Wrong title appears on actual syllabus.

· P. 4: What about attendance to labs? Is there a grade?

· P. 5: Possible contradiction: Students must log in at least once a week but participate in discussion forums at least twice a week. It is not clear what the expectations of the discussion forums are (which topics; length of feedback required).
· P. 9: Syllabus indicates that the course will have “10 labs” (or is it 10 weeks?). In the event that it is indeed 10 labs, that would not be enough for a 14-week semester. Should be 12.
· P. 9: Exams should be included in schedule.
· No vote.

3. HCS 2202 (existing course with GE Natural Science-Biological Science; request for hybrid delivery) 
· Request to also submit the approved in-class syllabus so that the Panel can compare the on-line version of the syllabus with the in-class version.

· Not sure whether on-line delivery will be operationally possible. Please include more details about what students will be doing.

· Seek ODEE guidance to make sure that the course conforms to Quality Matters rubric: odee.osu.edu/quality-matters

· Overarching concern: how will students know what to do, access the professor, know how to get help?

· P. 5-6: Possible contradiction: Students must log in at least once a week but participate in discussion forums at least four times a week. It is not clear what the expectations of the discussion forums are (which topics; length of feedback required).

· No vote.

4. Discussion about Global Option (Meg Daly) 

· Much of the GO option overlaps with ASC’s current GE requirements and/or options that ASC students can achieve through minors.
· Many SBS and A&H programs already have a lot of GO components. In STEM, there might be a bigger need for GO—hence the issue was sent to this Panel. Still, it would be more advisable to have individual programs in individual departments develop GO programs that fit their own individual needs—if departments wish to do so.
