1. Approval of 10-22-15 minutes 
· Matthews, Heckler, unanimously approved
2. Vision Science BS conversion 
· Students complete three years of ASC course work and the fourth year is made up of Vision Science graduate-level courses (common to the B.S. and the O.D.) This program existed under quarters and was never converted for semesters. There might be one student per decade interested in this major. Now there is one student who wants to do this program. 
· Q: Are there any other programs like this in ASC that require concurrent registration? A: It is the only one we know of, although ASC currently is developing a similar program with the Moritz College of Law.

· The College of Optometry does not have the necessary advising staff for an undergraduate program. There needs to be an ASC advisor.

· Due to lack of quarter documentation, it has been challenging to put this program back together.
· The current student is in her 4th year and might be hurt if the B.S. is not available to her by the end of this academic year.

· Does the Vision B.S. exist as a common bachelor’s degree at other institutions or in other states? A quick search on the internet reveals that the program is not common and the few places that offer it do not at all appear to be peer institutions.
· The following points will be communicated to the College of Optometry:

· The College of Optometry should remove reference to the Vision Science B.S. from its website until this program is approved.  It does not exist at this time for new students and, thus, cannot be advertised according to the Ohio Dept of Higher Education. · The conversion proposal should be accompanied by a letter from the College of Optometry showing that there is a need for this undergraduate program and a rationale for why the courses are included in the Vision Science B.S.  (Ask Curricular Associate Dean; cc’ Sally Haltom—haltom.1@osu.edu)

· Might there be a better way to transition students into the 4th year when they are in their third year?
· Provide invitation to representative(s) from the College of Optometry to come to the NMS Panel (meeting of Dec 3 or Dec 17). 
· Assistant Dean Haddad will provide the following information:

· Include information about the requirements to enter the program and to complete it.

· The current Optometry website says that students “may choose to work toward their baccalaureate degree with distinction.”  D. Haddad to check with ASC Honors to see what that means under current requirements.  Likely, this option should say “with honors in the Arts and Sciences.” 

· If the student who wants to do this program is coming back, there should be a transition plan.
· There is a need for a program assessment plan—hence, valid program goals. 
· Include letter of support from ASC Executive Dean.

3. Social Work 3402 (existing course with GE Data Analysis; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery) 
· This course can only fulfill the GE Data Analysis category for Social Work majors. It is not approved for university-wide GE. Request to College of SW to uncheck the GE box in curriculum.osu.edu since this is no longer a university-wide GE course. 
· In order to be approved for Distance Learning offering, the College of Social Work needs to demonstrate that they can teach on-line the same content that they are now covering in the classroom. (However, this course will still not be approved for GE Data Analysis for non-Social Work majors.)
· Provide classroom syllabus (so that Panel can compare the on-line version of the syllabus with the in-class version). 

· Work with ODEE to adjust syllabus for on-line delivery. Syllabus needs to include the necessary language / information to help students navigate an on-line environment. If proctor/testing center is used for exam and there is a fee attached to this, then that information needs to be included on the syllabus.
· Request to Social Work to resubmit proposal via e-mail (vankeerbergen.1@osu.edu).
