1. Guests: Associate Dean Earley and Director of Student Affairs Sally Haltom (College of Optometry)—Vision Science B.S. 
· Originally, the Vision Science B.S. was a student-requested program. There were similar programs for other Health Science programs: e.g., dual program with Dentistry or Medicine. 
· The College of Optometry is shifting to organizing 3 + 4 programs with other universities. Therefore, it is to be hoped that the internal 3 + 4 program with ASC will continue. Indeed, the College of Optometry is interested in bringing in more OSU 3rd-year students. 

· Originally, the program could be a BA or BS. Over the years, it has become more a BS.

· The College of Optometry will provide a letter to submit with the conversion documents. This letter will state the support of the College of Optometry to the undergraduate program. The letter will be addressed to Randy Smith.
2. Biology 1141 (course change; request for Distance Learning delivery) 
· This is a supplemental course to Biology 1114. It is an enrichment opportunity, graded S/U. It is also a good preparation for prospective undergraduate TA’s. Great educational environment for active learning.
· M. Kaylor worked intensively with the developers of this on-line course. ASCTech will continue working closely with CLSE to train everyone.  The class meetings will happen via Carmen Connect (i.e., webcams replace the in-class discussions). The conversations are recorded in case students wish to go back and listen again.
· Link in 7.3 of review checklist has been redirected. Going forward, perhaps directing students to the university website (advising.osu.edu) would be preferable (?) [Link is correct in syllabus.]

3. Social Work 3402 (request for Distance Learning; existing course which fulfills GE Data Analysis requirement only for SW majors; return) 
· They have satisfied the NMS Panel’s concern.
4. Animal Science 2300H (course change; existing course with GE Natural Science-Biological Science; removal of lab—which will be offered separately) 
· The lecture and lab for Animal Science 2300 have been uncoupled for a long time. Now, that department wants to do the same for the H version of the course. H students will take the same lab as non-Honors students, namely Animal Science 2200.02. 
· Does this change impact (1) the GE assessment plan and (2) the course goals/learning objectives (i.e., by removing the H lab will some of these learning objectives disappear)? Please provide an explanation.
· Daly, Heckler, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above)
5. Math 6501 (course change; reduction from 5 to 3 credit hours) and Math 6502 (course change; reduction from 5 to 3 credit hours) 
· Change to credit hours makes good sense.

· Question about 6501: Prerequisite information needs to be adjusted. Currently it says, “Graduate standing or (Math 4581 and Math 2568) or equivalent preparations in undergraduate modern algebra and linear algebra.” This is not an undergraduate course so graduate standing is not an option. It is the use of “or” that is incorrect since it indicates that one can be a graduate student or an undergrad with some particular coursework—which, again, is incorrect, since the course is not automatically open to undergraduate students
· Daly, Derdzinski, unanimously approved (with question about/request to adjust prerequisite information for 6501) 
6. Decimalization of 7000-level courses in Math: Math 7121.01 (course change), Math 7121.01 (new course), Math 7161.01 (course change), Math 7161.02 (new course), Math 7221.01 (course change), Math 7221.02 (new course), Math 7412.01 (course change), Math 7412.02 (new course), Math 7811.01 (course change), Math 7811.02 (new course)  
· .02 is limited to post-candidacy students. The curriculum is the same as for the .01 versions. S is based on active participation in class and a ½ hr research-oriented presentation.
