· Kurtz, Ewoldsen, unanimously approved
2. Political Science 6350 (new course)
· Request for concurrences: Geography and Earth Sciences.
· The syllabus itself does not present any issues

· Ewoldsen, Lenhart, approved with one contingency (in bold above) (one abstention)
3. Forensic Science Minor--revision 
· The Department of Anthropology wants to add two more courses to the list of core courses and the electives.
· Three courses in the electives present some issues: 
· CSE 5471 has now become CSE 4471.

· Entomology 3000 has now become Entomology 4000. 
· Mol Gen 5640 does not exist.
· Under “elective courses”: “The remaining credit hours yielding 15 total hours for the minor may be chosen from the above courses or any of the electives below” Add “at least” before “15 total hours.” Also, suggestion to include information again that those courses that were used to fulfill the core requirements cannot be used as electives. Thus, the revised sentence would read, “The remaining credit hours yielding at least 15 total hours for the minor may be chosen from any of the electives below, excluding those used to complete the core requirements.”
· Ewoldsen, Lenhart, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
4. Change minimum credit requirement for Communication PhD

· Clarify the changes in the proposal. Readers not part of SOC and already thoroughly familiar with the structure of the PhD have hard time understanding some of the changes: e.g., Comm 6763 (number of course is never given) is dropped and replaced with elective; some Panel members thought 3 credit “course” taught in May term is dropped altogether (whereas it would appear that the 3 credits dissertation exam just takes place another semester). 
· Provide current description of the PhD program (Panel downloaded this sheet for the meeting http://www.comm.ohio-state.edu/images/stories/PhDnew2.pdf to try to understand the current structure of the PhD) and provide a revised advising sheet. 
· Will the requested changes take effect Autumn 2016? Please clarify in proposal.

· The credit change for Comm 6500 should actually be submitted. Right now the course change request for Comm 6500 is in the dept queue in curriculum.osu.edu (i.e., has not been advanced). It appears this course change will need to be reviewed by the Panel at the same time as the PhD program change—therefore, it should be advanced via curriculum.osu.edu.
