1. Approval of 11-16-15 minutes 
· Kurtz, Givens, approved (with one abstention)
2. Psychology 7899 (new course) 
· One-credit seminar, S/U. Many departments have such seminars.
· Typo “Autum” on 2013-14 sample schedule.
· Lenhart, Givens, unanimously approved
3. International Studies 5450 (new course; return) 
· They added the requested concurrences.
· They adjusted the readings in the revised syllabus. They provided the numbers of pages for each reading
· Social science content is explained.

· Course content is somewhat rewritten.

· Final project is better defined.

· The faculty developing the course have provided answers to the questions/concerns of the SBS Panel. Concerning the 5000-level, they state the following: “The course assumes introductory knowledge of political processes (civil society—state relations), law, and cultural analysis (subjectivity, objectivity, discourse).”  However, there is no prereq. So how is this introductory knowledge obtained/guaranteed?
· Suggestion to offer course as a Slavic course only. Social science content is still not sufficient in IS course, especially for a course at the 5000-level. It would be fine solely as a Slavic course.
· Givens, Kurtz, unanimously rejected as IS course (fine for Slavic course)
4. International Studies 3853 (new course; return) 
· This course was presented as IS 4853 last year.
· Some changes have been made (e.g., readings added). Fulfillment of major goals is identical. 

· Panel thinks that course is not rigorous enough for 3000-level. (3000-level courses are upper-level courses at OSU.) This would still be a good freshman seminar (1137) for one credit hour.

· Givens, Lenhart, unanimously rejected (suggestion to resubmit as a freshman seminar)
5. Social Work 1120 (existing course with GE Social Science—Human, Natural, and Economic Resources; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery; return) 
6. Social Work 1130 (existing course with GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery; return) 
7. Social Work 1140 (existing course with GE Diversity—Social Diversity in the U.S.; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery; return) 
8. Social Work 3597 (existing course with GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery; return) 
· Distance learning syllabi need clear information about content of lectures (and distinguish between lectures and on-line discussion). E.g., online syllabus for SW 1130 does not even mention lectures as a method of instruction. It would seem that the students are just supposed to read the book. (This is probably not the case but the syllabus does not make this clear.) For SW 1120, 1130, 1140, and 3597, the lecture part is not sufficiently explained.
· How are exams handled? Do students go to a testing center? Are exams open book? If closed book, how are exams proctored? E.g., SW 3597: Course has exams, but syllabus does not provide information about how exams are taken. This is especially concerning since SW 3597 has exams with multiple choice and true-false questions. 
· SW 1120: There are differences in the weighing of grades (for the assignments) between the in-class and the on-line syllabi. This is especially the case for the mini-assignments (30% for in-class version with some mini-assignments being 10 or 100 points vs. 60 points for Distance Learning version with all mini-assignments being an equal 15 points).
· No vote.
