AGENDA: 
Janice Aski is absent today. The Chair-for-the-day will be Carmen Taleghani-Nikazm. Several proposals on the agenda are team-teaching grant proposal candidates. As indicated in the call for proposals, this year the review process is different from previous years. First, the courses will go to the appropriate Panel to be reviewed as courses (and potentially GE applicants). Once the courses are fully approved as courses, the full ASCC will review these for a grant. Note that potentially some courses may be approved as courses in the curriculum but may not be deemed compelling enough for an ASC team-teaching grant. That is, approval as a curricular item does not guarantee approval for team-teaching grant.
1. Approval of 10-12-15 minutes 
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Derr, unanimously approved 
2. Philosophy & Hebrew 3120 (new course; GE Cultures and Ideas; team-teaching request)  
· This is a very interesting course and the proposal is well put together.
· GE Assessment plan: Opinion survey contains some specific questions that require students to recall facts (rather than express opinions). Conversation about whether this is an issue. Panel agrees that the depts will need to find out for themselves whether these questions work as indirect methods of GE assessment (or whether these need to be adjusted for more effective indirect assessment).
· Philosophy has a recitation on the form in curriculum.osu.edu. Hebrew does not. The “recitation” part is likely a mistake. Both departments should have the same information. Will ask departments to clarify.
· Parsons, Derr, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
3. Art Education 4674 (new course; team-teaching request) 
· It is not clear why this course should be repeatable. This is likely a mistake. If the course is repeatable, Dept needs to submit two syllabi for curricular approval.
· Attendance policy should be more specific. Are there any grade penalties after a certain number of absences?
· P. 4 of the syllabus includes reference to Art Education 5880 (second line from top). The number for the submitted course is 4674.
· Derr, Parsons, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and two recommendations (in italics above)
4. English & Linguistics 5804 (new course; team-teaching request) 
· The form in curriculum.osu.edu lists the following campuses: Columbus, Lima, Mansfield, Marion, Newark, and Wooster. This is probably a mistake since both faculty members are not going to go to those regional campuses to teach their course.
· Request concurrence from School of Communication.
· Derr, Parsons, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
5. English & Comparative Studies 5980 (new course; team-teaching request) 
· When course is taught: provide clear list of required texts and where these are available.
· When are papers due (both U and G)?
· Recommendation to use the standard boilerplate for academic misconduct:
“It is the responsibility of the Committee on Academic Misconduct to investigate or establish procedures for the investigation of all reported cases of student academic misconduct. The term “academic misconduct” includes all forms of student academic misconduct wherever committed; illustrated by, but not limited to, cases of plagiarism and dishonest practices in connection with examinations. Instructors shall report all instances of alleged academic misconduct to the committee (Faculty Rule 3335-5-487). For additional information, see the Code of Student Conduct http://studentlife.osu.edu/csc/.” 

· Parsons, Derr, unanimously approved with three recommendations (in italics above)
6. German & Japanese 2255 (new course; GE Literature) 
· Panel deems that the proposed course is a much better candidate for GE Cultures and Ideas than GE Literature.  Please apply for GE Cultures and Ideas or adjust the content of the course so that it deal more compellingly with literary works.
· Assessment plan does not address the specific GE expected learning outcomes. Please consult the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf (pp. 47-49 for GE Cultures and Ideas or pp. 41-43 for GE Literature). For each GE category, there is a table included in the manual that indicates how assessment information about each individual expected learning outcome should be provided. For each assessment method, specific examples then need to be provided.
· Syllabus:

· P. 2: Description of mid-term exam mentions fairy tales. This is very likely a cut-and-paste mistake.
· Syllabus includes no information about attendance policy.

· Rationale for team-teaching grant:

· Point 2: Refers to graduate students in DEALL and the MA in East Asian Studies. However, this is an undergraduate course at the 2000-level so not applicable in any graduate program. (Please note that DEALL informed the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Services in a phone conversation that this proposed course will not count in the Japanese BA.)
· Point 4: Group projects are here mentioned. However, group projects are not included in syllabus.

7. Architecture 4596 and 4596E (new course; GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar) 
· Request to supplement the GE assessment plan with specific examples. For each GE expected learning outcome, please provide specific examples of the (embedded) questions.
