AGENDA: 
1. Approval of 10-30-15 minutes 
· Aski, Wilson, unanimously approved
2. Art Education 7000.10 (existing course; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery) 
· J. Aski: Online courses need more information on syllabus to appropriately guide students. ASCTech only deals with technology. Therefore, the ASCTech course review rubric only considers the last 3 fields of the QM rubric (i.e., the ones focused on technology). If ASCC agrees, going forward, faculty will be encouraged to look at the other fields of the full QM rubric to improve the content of their distance learning courses (i.e., Course Overview and Introduction; Learning Objectives; Assessment and Measurement; Instructional Materials; Course Activities and Learner Interaction). With the approval of the full ASCC, the full QM rubric will be included in the next version of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual. 
· Panel thinks that the syllabus contains insufficient information to give students clear picture of content of the course, course expectations, and access to technology. Here are some examples of elements that Panel would like to see included in syllabus (list is not exhaustive):

· Preferably, syllabus would mention early on that this is an online course;

· More details on how to access Carmen; 
· More details about discussion forum (i.e., student engagement);

· Clear description of what the assignments are; 
· Specific deadlines and readings on which days included in class schedule. 
Full QM rubric and two sample distance-learning syllabi (provided by ASCTech) will be sent to the Department (to provide guidance).
· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above).
3. WGSS 4597 (existing course with GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar; request for hybrid version and 100% Distance Learning delivery) 
· On form in curriculum.osu.edu, “Greater or equal to 50% at a distance” has been selected as well. That option would be chosen for a hybrid course. However, the syllabus submitted is not for a hybrid course and it does not appear that this course is ever taught under that format. (If it is ever taught as a hybrid course, it would need to be approved as such.) Since this appears to be a mistake, request that the Dept uncheck the option for “Greater or equal to 50% at a distance.”
· Panel is confused about “class participation” component. Provide clearer instructions. Examples of confusing points for Panel (list is not exhaustive): (1) which posts are posted when and on what; (2) do postings occur before or after lecture; (3) what happens if student misses the lecture--does he/she post ahead of the lecture or only after?
· Explain what “synch-watch” is.
· Use new GE language for Cross-Disciplinary Seminars. The language currently on the syllabus dates back to the quarter system and is no longer used by Ohio State. 
· Language currently on the syllabus: 

This course fulfills GEC Category 5: Capstone: Issues of the Contemporary World. By drawing upon multiple disciplines, Issues of the Contemporary World coursework provides a capstone experience that helps students attain and enrich their experiences of the increasingly global nature of the contemporary world. 

By the end of this course, students should successfully be able to:

Expected Learning Outcomes of this GEC Category:

1. Students synthesize and apply knowledge from diverse disciplines to contemporary issues. 

2. Students demonstrate an understanding of the relationships between information derived from different disciplines by interacting with students from different majors. 

3. Students write about or conduct research on the contemporary world.

· Corrected language that should appear on the syllabus:
This course fulfills the goals and expected learning outcomes of the GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar category:

Goals:  

Students demonstrate an understanding of a topic of interest through scholarly activities that draw upon multiple disciplines and through their interactions with students from different majors. 

Expected Learning Outcomes:

1. Students understand the benefits and limitations of different disciplinary perspectives.

2. Students understand the benefits of synthesizing multiple disciplinary perspectives.

3. Students synthesize and apply knowledge from diverse disciplines to a topic of interest. 
· QM rubric will be sent to Dept and two model syllabi. 

· This course is cross-listed in Political Science. Provide Panel with reassurance that Dept of Political Science (e-mail from them) knows that WGSS will teach this course on-line. (Panel asks that this point about cross-listed on-line courses also be brought up with Associate Executive Dean Steve Fink. Furthermore, Panel thinks that in the long run it might it be good for OUR to set aside a specific number or letter for online courses—e.g., 4597D.)
· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and four recommendations (in italics above)
4. WGSS 4465 (existing course; request for hybrid version and 100% Distance Learning delivery) 
· On form in curriculum.osu.edu, “Greater or equal to 50% at a distance” has been selected as well. That option would be chosen for a hybrid course. However, the syllabus submitted is not for a hybrid course and it does not appear that this course is ever taught under that format. (If it is ever taught as a hybrid course, it would need to be approved as such.) Since this appears to be a mistake, request that the Dept uncheck the option for “Greater or equal to 50% at a distance.”

· Panel is confused about “class participation” component. Provide clearer instructions. · Taleghani-Nikazm, Wilson, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and two recommendations (in italics above)
5. Russian 2335.99 (existing course with GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Diversity-Global Studies; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery)  
· P. 5: Typo: Blog posts “should be approximately 700-100 words.” This should say “1000 words.”
· Pp. 4, 5, 9: 2 quizzes. These are really “exams” It would be more accurate to use that terminology here.
· Include lectures in weekly schedule.
· Fyi: There is a testing center on campus, where students can go to take exam for on-line courses.

· QM rubric will be sent to Dept and two model syllabi. 
· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with four recommendations (in italics above)
6. MA in Contemporary Art and Curatorial Practice (new program) 
· Remind Dept that they need letter of support from Executive Dean

· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved  
7. History of Art 7015 (new course) 
· There must be a word missing in the first sentence of the course description: “This course the art exhibition (from the 19th century to the present) as an exemplary cultural form.”
· Wilson, Parsons, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
8. History of Art 7020 (new course) 
· The stated prereqs on the syllabi are odd: Syllabus 1: “Students are expected to have taken some courses in 20th/21st century art, or to have graduate standing” and Syllabus 2: “Students are expected to have some knowledge of 20th century art and/or film history, preferably having taken History of Art 2002 (202) or 4640 (541), or holding graduate standing.” This course is not open to undergraduate students—therefore, graduate standing is not optional. Furthermore, based on the prereq stated on the form in curriculum.osu.edu, the prereq on the syllabi should only mandate the graduate standing (i.e., leave out the “courses in 20th/21st century art” & “some knowledge of 20th century art and/or film history, preferably having taken History of Art 2002 (202) or 4640 (541)”). Prereq in curriculum.osu.edu/SIS and the syllabi should be identical.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Wilson, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
9. History of Art 7189 (new course) 
· Should this course be decimalized in order to provide some indication that this is a sequence? That is, students would first take 7189.01 (fixed 2 credits) and then 7189.02 (fixed 4 credits)?
· This seems more like a course than a practicum.

· Panel would like to see more information about the course in the syllabus: for example,

· What happens in course?

· Provide description of assignments and grading. 

· Sent back for more information. 

10. Public Affairs 2367 (new request for GE Writing and Communication—Level 2) 

· P. 2 of syllabus: Typo: “Problem description - 510%” should actually be “10%.”
