AGENDA: 
Update by G. Heysel, Assistant Dean: ASC Administration is considering different options to reduce the workload of the Arts and Humanities Panel. One possible option would be to create two Arts and Humanities Panels next year. Conversation on the issue is ongoing and will likely be brought to ASCC soon.

1. Approval of 12-4-15 minutes 
· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
2. Revision BA Religious Studies 
· Proposal: Provide more information on the Advisory Board mentioned several times in the proposal. Who exactly will be on the board? Define the function of the board.
· Advising sheet: 
· For someone not familiar with the program, it is confusing to be given examples of courses for (2) and (3) and then have to refer to full list of courses at the end. It would be simpler and clearer to have full list of courses given immediately instead of examples and then full list.

· A confusing statement precedes the full lists of electives on the advising sheet. See p. 2: “Courses in Comparative Studies that can fulfill the electives requirements: . . .”. In actuality most of those courses are not in Comparative Studies. This sentence will no longer be necessary if--as stated above—the full lists are integrated in the body of the advising sheet. 
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Wilson, unanimously approved with 2 contingencies (in bold above).
3. Engineering 5797.18 (course change; request for GE Cultures and Ideas) 
· This course does not seem to include enough work to justify being a 3 credit hr GE course—notwithstanding the fact that it is also open to graduate students (not for GE credit in the latter case). 

· Graded assignments do not appear to be very challenging. Please provide more information explaining adequacy of assignments and/or consider making these more challenging.
· Please include detailed schedule of activities with credit hour rationale (that is, information as to what is deemed formalized instruction and structured education experience). See Appendix 5 (pp. 112-13) of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual http://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/asc-curr-assess-operations-manual.pdf 
· The GE rationale should clearly address each specific expected learning outcome for the requested GE Cultures and Ideas. The current rationale refers to the wrong GE expected learning outcomes (the ones for GE Visual and Performing Arts).
· Syllabus should provide GE goals and expected learning outcomes of GE Cultures and Ideas followed by a statement that explains how the course will satisfy the stated GE expected learning outcomes. See p. 14 of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual (link above). 
· Sample proposal for Classics 2798.02 will be provided (contains all required GE language on syllabus, detailed schedule, solid credit hour rationale, appropriate graded assignments, convincing GE rationale).
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: request to address some inaccuracies:

· Course is not 50% at a distance (this would only be selected for hybrid—i.e., partly on-line—courses).

· The subsidy level will remain “doctoral” as all 5000-level courses need to be linked to the highest level program in the offering unit. (I.e., “general studies” is not possible for a 5000-level course.)

· No vote.
4. Art Education 5798.02 (new course) 
· This course will very likely count in the major as an elective. If that is indeed the case, an updated curriculum map needs to be uploaded.

· Request concurrences from (1) SPPO & (2) Latina/o Studies.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: request to address some inaccuracies:

· Remove cross-listing with Comparative Studies. There does not appear to be any such proposal in the works. If that is not the case and a version of this course is supposed to be created in the Dept of Comparative Studies, that dept should be requested to create their version of the course as soon as possible.
· Uncheck freshman and sophomore ranking. Indeed, the Graduate School does not consider that courses at the 5000 level are intended for freshmen and sophomores.
· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with 3 contingencies (in bold above).
5. Theatre 5731 (new course) 
· This course will very likely count in the major as an elective. If that is indeed the case, an updated curriculum map needs to be uploaded.

· Request concurrence from Dept of English.
· Why is this course repeatable three times? Are there indeed instances of students who go to London three summers during their undergraduate career?
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Wilson, unanimously approved with 2 contingencies (in bold above) and one question (in italics above).
6. Art Education 7708 (new course with 100% Distance Learning; return) 
· Nice revision.

· P. 3 of syllabus, point 3 about “Live Classroom Discussions”: “The details of what to prepare for these discussions will be provided in class.” This sentence should be adjusted before course is taught (since there won’t be a “class” during which the information can be provided).
· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one comment (in italics above)
7. Spanish 5620 (new course) 
· Request concurrences from (1) Dept of Women’s, Gender and Sexuality Studies & (2) Latina/o Studies.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Wilson, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above)
8. Revision NELC PhD 
· Aim of revision is mostly to provide more options to the PhD students. (Small point of discussion: If a student is a native speaker, he/she only has to take one language.)
