1. Approval of 1-12-16 minutes 
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved
2. Russian 8150 (new course) 

· This is an S/U course, which is not the same as Pass/Fail (as indicated on the syllabus). The syllabus should be corrected before the course is taught. S/U is an actual marking system approved for everyone in the course. (This happens when the course is approved as a new course.) On the other hand, students who wish to take a letter graded course for Pass/Fail need to request permission from their instructor to do this.
· Attendance policy: 

· Mentions that “[m]ultiple unexcused absences will result in a FAIL.”  Please define better what “multiple” means. Use quantifiable information. What one person understands as “multiple” might mean something else to another person.
· Reference to “Slavic 8150.” This course does not currently exist.
· Discussion that grade is only based on attendance and yet the course description refers to creating lesson plans and reading lists, stimulating productive class discussions, assigning appropriate workloads, and grading. Panel decides this is acceptable since in this case the course is only 1 credit.
· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with two comments/recommendations (in italics above)
3. Russian 7150 (new course) 

· Same comment about Pass/Fail as above.
· Short course description on the form in curriculum.osu.edu does not seem to satisfactorily reflect what is going on in the course. That is especially the case for the part about lesson planning.
· Readings: It is not clear how readings are provided. What kinds of readings are these? Same questions for the movies, programs, and songs. How do the readings, films, etc fit into the discussions?
· Both the course form in curriculum.osu.edu and the syllabus mention that the course is variable 1-2 credits. How does one take the course for 2 credits since the syllabus includes contacts hours for 1 credit? Also, the form in curriculum.osu.edu indicates that the course can be taken up to 16 credits. However, are graduate students actually able to take the course for 16 credits in their degree?
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above) and one comment/recommendation (in italics above)
4. MRS 4217 (new course)  

· Request concurrences from History, City and Regional Planning, and English.
· Include more information about the assignments. Add due dates for assignments on the weekly schedule.

· Provide full curriculum map (i.e., listing all the courses).

· On p. 2 of syllabus, use different term than “assessment.” Prefer “assignments.” 
· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
5. ACCAD 5301 (new course) 

· Request concurrence from Dept of Art. Include concurrence from Theatre mentioned in the cover letter. If the concurrence was received, please upload it in curriculum.osu.edu. If no answer was received after the mandatory 2 weeks (with possible extensions), please upload the request for concurrence that was originally sent out to the Dept of Theatre and add a note in the proposal that no response was received (though the necessary time to respond was given to the Dept of Theatre) and that, therefore, concurrence must be assumed.
· Conversation about spelling of “surveilled” in the content topics list on the form in curriculum.osu.edu. (Misspelled “survailed” on form. ASCCAS to correct entry.)
· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above)
6. Pharmacy 2367 (new course requesting GE Writing and Communication—Level 2)

· Reconcile titles. The form in curriculum.osu.edu says “Introduction to Evidence-Based Medicine” whereas the syllabus lists “Drug Use in American Culture.”
· Recommend 16 pt font for the disability statement.
· Suggest including full bibliography in syllabus (not just in weekly schedule).

· Attendance policy includes following sentence: “More than two unexcused absences will result in a percentage point deducted from the final grade for each absence.” Recommend being more specific (what percentage deduction for how many absences).
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved with one contingency and three recommendations (in italics above)
