1. Approval of 2-9-16 minutes 
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Derr, unanimously approved
2. Public Affairs 2500 (new course requesting GE Historical Study) 
· Discussion about Dept of History’s non-concurrence for the GE Historical Study. 
· Many issues are raised in the debate between the Dept of History and the John Glenn College. For example, the Dept of History sees this course as a better fit for the social sciences. The course methodology is comparative, not historical. Professor Raadschelders (John Glenn College) objects to History’s point that the course should include the historical method to analyze primary source materials. In fact, this might be a criterion differentiating history courses in the major from courses aiming to reach out to all students in the GE. The Dept of History also argues that much of the course does not deal with historical periods and none of the assigned readings are primary sources. Professor Raadschelders’s response is that every week will deal with historical subject matter and he will refer to multiple primary sources in the course. 
· Both sides have valid points. Panel decides to table discussion. Steve Fink will be consulted. It is the Panel’s hope that the Dept of History and the JGC can enter into a conversation about the course and reach a consensus (course content) agreeable to both parties.
3. Revision BA Religious Studies (resubmitted with some additional changes) 
· Changes requested by Arts and Humanities Panel at its 1-12-16 meeting were made. Additional small changes made:
· Removal of 2099 from list of required courses. 

· Reduction of hours in required courses from 13 to 12.
· Insertion of language about alternative possibility for 3990. 

· Insertion of language about research course requirement only for those taking 4990 (see advising sheet, number 4, Research Course). 

· Insertion of language describing the make-up of the Advisory Board and its duties. 

Panel is agreeable to the most recent changes.

· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
4. Religious Studies/Hebrew/Jewish Studies 3210 (number change from 2210; existing cross-listed courses with GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies) 
· A rationale is provided by the Dept of Comparative Studies.

· Derr, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
5. Linguistics 2367.02 (course change; existing GE Writing and Communication Level 2; request for 100% Distance Learning) 
· The on-line syllabus mentions on p. 3 that the GE is Cultures and Ideas. This is incorrect and would be very confusing for students. Please make sure that the syllabus is corrected to say “Writing and Communication—Level 2” before the course is offered.
· Clarify attendance policy in on-line syllabus.

· Department should think about how they will carry out GE assessment for this course going forward.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu currently says that the prereq is, “English 1110.01 (110.01), 1110.02 (110.02), or 1110.03 (110.03), or equiv.” ASCCAO will add “and sophomore standing” since all GE Writing and Communication Level 2 courses require sophomore standing. (Note: Course changes to that effect should also be made for Linguistics 2367.01 and 2367.01H.)
· Wilson, Derr, unanimously approved with four comments (in italics above)
6. Engineering 5797.18 (return; request for GE Cultures and Ideas) 
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: As indicated in the Panel’s previous feedback, the subsidy level needs to remain “doctoral” as all 5000-level courses need to be linked to the highest level program in the offering unit (“general studies” is not possible for a 5000-level course). ASCCAO will change this back for the College of Engineering before advancing the course.
· Also as included previously in the Panel’s feedback, syllabus should provide GE goals and expected learning outcomes of GE Cultures and Ideas followed by a statement that explains how the course will satisfy the stated GE expected learning outcomes. See p. 14 of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual (http://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/asc-curr-assess-operations-manual.pdf). 
Request that the proper GE language be included in the syllabus before course is taught next.
· Derr, Wilson, unanimously approved with two comments (in italics above)
7. French 4401 (new course) 
· This is a fine topics course.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Derr, unanimously approved
8. Music 3344 (new course; request for GE Visual and Performing Arts) 

· Blue Velvet would seem to need an asterisk in the weekly schedule.
· Question to SOM: If the course will count in one or several of the undergraduate majors in SOM, request to provide curriculum map.
· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above)
