· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
2) History of Art 7189.01 and 7189.02 (return; new courses) 

· History of Art 7189.01 is a workshop about exhibition planning. History of Art 7189.02 is about exhibition execution. However, the course titles and course descriptions for each course are identical, namely “Curatorial Practicum.” Students might be confused about which course covers what. Recommendation to differentiate the two decimalized courses by differentiating the titles and/or course descriptions (on the forms in curriculum.osu.edu; which is the information that will go in the course catalog). Differentiating those items on the basis of “exhibition planning” and “exhibition execution” might make most sense. For example, “Curatorial Practicum: Exhibition Planning” for the 7189.01 title and “Curatorial Practicum: Exhibition Execution” for the 7189.02 title, and have similar distinctive language in the course descriptions. (However, mentioning that the first course needs to be taken in the Autumn of the final year in the MA Contemporary Art and Curatorial Practice and the second course in the Spring might work as well.)
· For History of Art 7189.02: Instead of stating that the prereq is “Students must be in the final year of the MA program in Contemporary Art and Curatorial Practice,” it would be better to state that the prereq is 7189.01.

3) AAAS 4342 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Diversity-Global Studies)  

· GE assessment plan: The plan should be more specific. One or two methods of assessment with specific examples should be identified for each GE expected learning outcome. The current plan presents many different ways to potentially assess the GE categories but (1) the multiplicity of options does not make this an implementable plan and (2) the plan does not tie methods to the specific GE expected learning outcomes. Please consult the GE assessment instructions with tables provided on pp. 47-49 (for GE Cultures and Ideas) and pp. 71-74 (for GE Diversity-Global Studies) of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual http://asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf . The Chair of the Arts and Humanities Panel, Janice Aski, is happy to provide guidance to Professor Monika Brodnicka.
· If the course will be able to count in the AAAS BA, please provide an updated curriculum map with this course included.

· Top of page 1 of syllabus refers to course being Pass/Fail. This is incorrect. Course will be Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory. This is stated correctly at the bottom of that same page.
· Recommend using the appropriate disability statement: “Students with disabilities that have been certified by the Office for Disability Services will be appropriately accommodated and should inform the instructor as soon as possible of their needs. Please provide explanation, or adjust semester credit hours (including, perhaps, the maximum completion allowed and the maximum credit hours allowed).

11) Revision Disability Studies Minor 

· Cover letter: Fourth bullet point, sentence that reads, “We have a few ambitious students who are prepared to take these law and policy courses, all of which require approval of the instructor.” This statement is incomplete. The sentence should read, “. . . all of which require approval of the instructor and an approved petition to the Graduate School.” The letter needs to be corrected before the proposal can be advanced to the full ASCC.

· Top of p. 1 of syllabus states that course credits are variable “.05-3 units.” This should be corrected to “0.5-3 units.”
· How is intern monitored along the way? Specify what kind of feedback is provided to student along the way. Why is not more feedback obtained from internship supervisor during the semester (why wait until the end of the semester)?
