1) Approval of 3-29-16 minutes 
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Derr, unanimously approved
2) History of Art 3901 (existing course; add GE Diversity-Global Studies) 
· GE assessment plan: 
· Method of assessment selected by faculty member for expected learning outcome #2 is based on discussion. This appears very challenging to document since that information is neither quantifiable nor easily collectable.  
· Third column: There appears to be a misunderstanding about the type of information that needs to be supplied in that column. The process to be explained in that column pertains to the methods of assessment presented in the first column. In the current plan, a process unrelated to the information of column 1 is presented.
· Derr, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above)
3) Film Studies 4881 (new course)   
· Please provide updated curriculum map of the BA Film Studies with information wrt how this course will fulfill which goal(s) of the major.
· There is a textbook assigned, but the schedule does not show when it is used.

· There is a 15% attendance and participation grade. However, the syllabus does not include an absence policy. This should be clarified.
· Parsons, Derr, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and two comments (in italics)
4) Screenwriting Minor (new) 
· Minor advising sheet. “Right column” information should contain the latest minor rules as adjusted for this particular minor (not generic ASC rules). Film Studies Minor advising sheet will be supplied as example.
· Two categories in the minor only contain one course each: Introduction to Development and Introduction to Screenwriting. How often are FS/English 4800 and Theatre 5331 offered? Is it feasible for these courses to be the only ones in their category? The courses would need to be taught just about every semester to enable students to graduate in time.
· Derr, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above)
5) Science and Technology Studies Minor (new) 
· P. 16: The Science and Technology Studies Minor guidelines need to be corrected in places. See revisions that will be attached to the feedback e-mail. These revisions pertain to (1) indicating that at least 6 credits need to be at the 3000 level or above, (2) stating that only a maximum of 6 transfer or EM credit hours can be counted, and (3) correcting a maximum of “34” credit hours of S/U to “3” credit hours.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved with one comment (in italics above)
6) Design 3505 (return; new course) 
· Reminder to include absence policy in finalized syllabus.
· Derr, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one comment (in italics above)
7) Revision to BA Romance Studies 
· J. Aski: For Italian as a primary language, the requirement to have one 5000-level course will be replaced by an additional 4000-level course requirement.

· P. 4, bullet point 4 about overlap between GE (service learning) and major. This sentence will be removed by Janice since those courses are not created yet and will not be GE.
· First page of exit survey: remove second line about tracks in primary language since those tracks are being eliminated as part of this program revision.

· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved with the three changes above (J. Aski will provide revision)
8) Chinese 1232.01 (return; new course) 

· Although this is a return, there are still many issues with this course. Course review tabled. Assistant Dean Heysel will talk to the Chair of EALL. Here are some of the issues identified:

· It is not easy to understand what is going on in the course.

· Grading: The Arts and Humanities Panel had previously indicated that it is ill-advised for students to assign a grade to other students. In the first submission of this course, 50% of the course grade would be assigned by students. In this revised version, 30% of the course grade is assigned by students. This is still a lot and the reduction does not alleviate the concerns of the Panel.

· There is a distance learning component to this course. Are on-line quizzes and exams monitored?

· How does one ensure that all the members of a group do their work?

· Since this course deals with the media, it should be run by the School of Communication for a concurrence.

· Clean up grammar in course description on form in curriculum.osu.edu since this will appear in the course catalog.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu indicates that the course components are: “Workshop, Independent Study, Lecture.” Which one is it? It is certainly not an independent study.
