1) Approval of 4-12-16 minutes
· Derr, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved
2) Freshman Seminar—Margaret Flinn 
· Request concurrence from (1) Film Studies and (2) Department of English (they have a minor in Popular Culture). Contact person for Film Studies is Ryan Friedman (Director; friedman.193@osu.edu) and contact person for English is Debra Moddelmog (Chair; moddelmog.1@osu.edu).
· Panel thinks that the workload for a one-hour freshman seminar is heavy: ten paragraph-long responses and a five-page analytical paper, five movies, five comics, two film screenings and two visits to museums. The guidelines issues by the Ohio Department of Higher Education indicate that for every hour of formalized instruction students should work an average of two hours at out-of-class assignments. 
· Faculty member is encouraged to resubmit by mid-May if the intent is to offer the seminar in Autumn 2016. If resubmission is received after that, the Panel will of course review it but cannot guarantee that the seminar can be offered in Autumn 2016.
· No vote.
3) France Beyond Borders course proposal—Danielle Marx-Scouras 
· It is not possible to offer one single course spread over 2 semesters. That is, the whole experience (on-campus part and education abroad part) cannot be offered under the same number for one grade. The on-campus classes offered during the second part of Spring Semester will need to be a one-credit individual course (e.g., group studies number). Then, students will have to register for 3 hours for the Summer (e.g., French 3797). The Panel does agree with the documents submitted that the abroad experience is indeed worth 3 semester credit hours. 
· Wilson, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
4) Art Education 7607 (course change)  
· Not reviewed because only change requested is simple title change. Can be fast-tracked by Curriculum and Assessment Services.
5) History 3670 (new course; requesting GE Historical Study) 
· GE goals and expected learning outcomes are outdated (have not been used since switch to semesters). Please use latest GE goals and expected learning outcomes http://asccas.osu.edu/curriculum/ge-goals-and-learning-outcomes#Historical%20Study 
· Parsons, Derr, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
6) History 2710 (new course; requesting GE Historical Study) 
· Each class should be 1 hr 20 minutes, not 1 hr 15 minutes as currently indicated on the syllabus.
· Suggest sending fyi about this new course to (1) College of Engineering, (2) Department of Design, (3) Department of Comparative Studies, and (4) Department of Germanic Languages and Literatures. Students in all these areas might be very interested in taking the course.

7) History of Art 6001 (course change)  
· Syllabus for 3 credit version with equivalent contact hours is attached. Updated syllabus for a course that meets an additional 55 minutes per week also needs to be uploaded. That is, panel needs to see current syllabus (3 credits) and syllabus for revised course (4 credits).
· Changes for Autumn semester courses needed to have reached the Registrar’s Office by February 1. Please make effective term Spring 2017. See deadlines here http://asccas.osu.edu/curriculum/important-deadlines

8) Art 3009 (new course, approved with contingency) 
· Continued issue with course title. In spite of the repeated requests from Theatre, the title of this course has not changed. The official title on the form in curriculum.osu.edu (which is the one that will go in the course catalog) is still “Art Film/Video I.” This has not changed since the first submission and does not seem to address Theatre’s concern that the course title have a descriptor. Furthermore, it is very confusing to the Panel that the syllabus submitted then have another title, namely “Film/Video 1: Film/Video Art.” The title for this course should be consistently the same on the form in curriculum.osu.edu and the documents attached. (Foremost, please remember that the title on the form in curriculum.osu.edu is the one that will be used by the Registrar’s Office for inclusion in the course catalog and SIS.)
· Steve’s recommendations in his e-mail of March 2 are good and reflect concerns of Theatre.
· The curriculum map submitted does not include the new course. Please add new course to map and indicate which goal(s) is/are fulfilled and at which level.

9) Art 4009 (return; new course) 
· Identical issue about the course title. In spite of the repeated requests from Theatre, the title of this course has not changed. The official title on the form in curriculum.osu.edu (which is the one that will go in the course catalog) is still “Art Film/Video II.” This has not changed since the first submission and does not seem to address Theatre’s concern that the course title have a descriptor. Furthermore, there is the added confusion that there are two syllabi submitted for this one course and they have different titles: one says “Film/Video 2: Film/Video Experimental” and the other one says “Film/Video 2.” Neither one of those titles match the official title on the form in curriculum.osu.edu. Please only submit one syllabus for this course. Furthermore, the title for this course should be consistently the same on the form in curriculum.osu.edu and the documents attached.

· Steve’s recommendations in his e-mail of March 2 are good and reflect concerns of Theatre.

· The curriculum map submitted does not include the new course. Please add new course to map and indicate which goal(s) is/are fulfilled and at which level.

10) ASC 2798.05 (new course; requesting GE Education Abroad) 

· Pp. 6-7: The GE assessment plan mixes GE assessment and assessment of effectiveness of teaching. The latter is the case for the passage that starts with “I also intend to ask students to fill out a discursive evaluation of the course that will help me determine what areas in my particular teaching style need improvement….” Teaching style does not pertain to GE expected learning outcomes. Also, OIA would not be the office interested in GE assessment. It is the College of Arts and Sciences that oversees the GE program.
· Request concurrences from (1) the Department of Spanish and Portuguese and (2) the Department of African-American and African Studies.
