AGENDA:
1. Slavic 3760 “Slavic Words/Slavic Worlds” (new course; requesting GE Social Science-Individuals and Groups) 
· Course is made up of four units. First 3 weeks are devoted to history of Slavic peoples and languages. Unit 2 focuses on the study of language and culture. Third unit focuses on tree model and wave model. Fourth unit is about Slavic minorities and Slavs in the U.S.

· Course is about relationship between language and society. A lot of the course is historical linguistic. It seems to be a very interesting course. However, it is not suitable for GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups. Indeed, it does not use the theories and methods of social scientific inquiry and does not contain enough social science.
· Another GE category might be a better fit (maybe GE Diversity-Global studies). 
· No vote.

2. How to respond to College of Social Work e-mail wrt SBS Panel feedback about Distance Learning requests for: 

· Social Work 1120 (existing course with GE Social Science—Human, Natural, and Economic Resources) 
· Social Work 1130 (existing course with GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups) 
· Social Work 1140 (existing course with GE Diversity—Social Diversity in the U.S.) 

· Social Work 3597 (existing course with GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar)
· Discussion about what seems to be accomplished in those GE courses. The Panel is unsure about the GE status for some of these courses (in-class and distance learning formats).

· Perhaps, in the future, Associate Dean Bronson can be invited to the SBS Panel meeting to discuss the courses further.
· Two main issues: The Panel takes good note of Associate Dean Bronson’s response to the Panel. However, the Panel still lacks sufficient details to make a decision about the distance learning versions of the GE courses at hand. Specifically, the Panel cannot approve the distance learning versions without detailed information about the following issues:
· Lectures: For all 4 courses, what is the actual content of the lectures that are included in the distance learning versions of every course in every single week? It is not clear how much of each course is lectures.
· Issue of true-false and multiple choice exams in Social Work 3597: Please provide specific information on how these exams are managed/proctored in order to prevent academic dishonesty (e.g., someone who is not the student takes the exams, more than one student take an exam together). The Panel notices that the in-class version of 3597 indeed uses the same timed Carmen format, but the same issue then applies for the in-class version of the course as well.
· Additional issue: For 1130, there is a potential HIPAA concern with the wellness journal.
