1) Approval of 9-21-16 minutes 
· Correct following point: Location (110 Denney Hall) should be changed to 352 Denney Hall.
· Kline, Givens, unanimously approved
2) International Studies 4806 (new course; resubmitted to Panel for reconsideration) 
· This course was approved with 3 contingencies and one recommendation at the last SBS Panel meeting. However, after the Panel meeting, ASC Curriculum and Assessment Services realized that academic units should consult with the Office of Academic Affairs on any courses that include leadership and leadership development before submitting the course request electronically. Therefore, International Studies 4806 was taken back to the SBS Panel today to see how this might or might not change the vote.
· Panel decided to add one more contingency: Consult with OAA first.
· The contingencies and recommendation agreed on last time are:
· Request concurrences from Dept of Political Science & John Glenn College.
· Specify contact hours per week on syllabus.
· Link to Code of Student Conduct in statement on academic misconduct does not work. Please use correct link: http://studentlife.osu.edu/csc/
· Panel wonders if it might be a good idea to update readings/include more recent readings.
· Givens, Kline, unanimously approved with 4 contingencies (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
3) Communication 4558 (new course) 
· Include contact hours on syllabus.
· Not clear if research presentation is done individually or as a group.
· Lenhart, Givens, unanimously approved with 2 recommendations (in italics above)
4) SHS 6860 (new course) 
· Remove reference to university recognized absences (since there are none as explained in the paragraph after that).
· Use new Office of Student Life Disability Services statement.
· When course is taught, add class times.
· Kline, Givens, unanimously approved with 3 recommendations (in italics above)
5) Psychology 4320 (new course) 
· Make sure that final is scheduled during finals period. (Cannot happen during semester or reading day.)
· Roup, Kline, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
6) Geography 3753.02 (new course) 
· On form in curriculum.osu.edu:
1. Prereq should be: Permission of instructor.
2. Geography 3753.01 (510) should be stated as exclusion.
· Page 1 indicates that the dates of the trip are: May 7-June 3, 2017. However, the schedule shows only 3 weeks. The fourth week is left out. 
· The schedule of structured activities gives the following dates at the end: August 5 and 6. Are these wrong dates? (Trip is supposed to end in June.) What are airport transfers?
· No vote. Sent back with feedback above.
7) Communication 3405 (new course) 
· Meeting time should not be 3 full hours (180 minutes), but 165 minutes.
· Both curriculum maps have some information deleted at the end.
· Update disability statement.
· Request concurrence from Dept of Theatre.
· Regarding the 1-point story pitches: Will half points be given? Or is it a matter of giving one vs zero?
· Givens, Roup, unanimously approved with 4 contingencies (in bold above) and 1 question/comment (in italics)
8) Public Health 3189.01 (course change; existing course requesting GE Education Abroad)  
9) Public Health 3189.01E (course change; existing course requesting GE Education Abroad) 
· GE expected learning outcome #1: “Students recognize and describe similarities, differences, and interconnections between their host country/countries and the U.S.” This comparative aspect is not clearly visible in the syllabus. It is explained in the GE rationale, but the Panel does not see such information in the schedule in the syllabus.
· In the GE assessment plan: Remove reference to SEIs since SEIs are not used for GE assessment. It is also important that the “student achievement data” used in this context pertain to the GE Education Abroad expected learning outcomes (not other course goals / grades).
· The syllabus contains a reference to “GEC” on p. 2. The GEC was replaced by the GE with semester conversion. Please adjust.
· Recommend including readings in schedule in syllabus.
