· No quorum. Two voting members present will vote on proposals & minutes will then be circulated electronically to obtain votes from Kay Bea Jones and Norah Zuniga-Shaw. [Follow-up note: All votes were approved by Kay Bea Jones on 10/31/16. The votes of the Panel were thus made official.]
1) Approval of 9/20/16 minutes & 10/7/16 minutes 
· Approved.
2) French 1101.51 (existing course with GE Foreign Language; request for 100% DL delivery) 
· Syllabus is not sufficiently adapted for a distance learning environment. There are even references to classroom meetings and in-person meetings. P. 1 of the syllabus refers to having at least a B- in the classroom prior to taking French I.I. Since French 1101.51 is the first French course in the series, there is no previous classroom experience. P. 4 tells students they are encouraged to “come in.”
· How will the Orientation Session happen? Will a video tape be made of the Orientation Session?
· The boilerplate “Trigger Warning” is neither adapted to a distance environment (it refers to leaving the classroom to take a water/bathroom break) nor to an I.I. environment (it refers to being respectful of one’s classmates).
· The syllabus includes pre-semester GEC language. With semesters, the university switched to the GE (so “GEC” should no longer be used) and the current goals and expected learning outcomes for GE Foreign Language courses are:
Goals:

Students demonstrate skills in communication across ethnic, cultural, ideological, and national boundaries, and appreciate other cultures and patterns of thought.

Expected Learning Outcomes:

1. Students employ communicative skills (e.g. speaking, listening, reading, and/or writing) in a language other than their native language.

2. Students describe and analyze the cultural contexts and manifestations of the peoples who speak the language that they are studying.

3. Students compare and contrast the cultures and communities of the language that they are studying with their own.

In the same vein, the following sentence at the bottom of p. 2 should be deleted, “The 1101-1103 courses in French satisfy the foreign language requirement in the Skills category.” Under semesters, with the GE, there is no longer a Skills category.
· Please provide a GE assessment plan for the distance learning delivery of this course.
· Use a new decimal for the distance learning version of I.I. Offering both the in-person and the distance learning versions of the course under the same .51 decimal will likely be confusing to students 
· Please consult with Janice Aski about the distance learning submission of this course. Also consult with Glenn Martinez in CLLC for possible I.I. plans for all foreign languages.

2. Students describe and analyze the origins and nature of contemporary issues. 

3. Students speak and write critically about primary and secondary historical sources by examining diverse interpretations of past events and ideas in their historical contexts.

· GE assessment plan: Please follow the guidelines in the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual pp. 72-75. The definitions of direct and indirect methods are provided at the bottom of p. 74. Fill out chart on p. 74 and then in an appendix provide specific examples for each assessment method (e.g., if for expected learning outcome #1, embedded questions on a test are identified as a direct assessment method, in the appendix, some very specific sample embedded questions would be provided). It would seem that an older version of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual may have been used to answer the questions. The current plan is vague and does not necessarily apply to each GE expected learning outcome (ELO) individually. (It is more about student success in general in the course—but potential student success in a course does not mean that the course has necessarily met the GE ELOs.) Also, course grades are not appropriate for GE assessment (since course grades include many other factors than the effectiveness of the course in achieving the two ELOs of the GE Diversity-Global Studies category). It is preferable to use a rubric. We are providing a sample GE assessment plan for the department’s consideration.
