· Jones, Zuniga-Shaw, unanimously approved
2. English 2367.01 (existing course with GE Writing and Communication-Level 2; GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the US; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery) 
· Online pre-recorded lectures are used. The course activities include writing activities, discussion posts about readings, peer review of writing assignments, online quizzes, reading and response assignments, and films viewing. The following technologies are employed: Carmen and the tools within the learning management system; WEx (Writers Exchange) tool for peer review of writing; net.Tutor (online research tutorials and quizzes); and Writing Commons open online textbook. 
· Observation from one panel member: Students might find it convenient to use the peer review tool in Canvas instead of the WEx.
· Suggestion to use a different decimal for on-line course. For example, .01 could be kept for in-class version and .11(or other meaningful decimal) could be used for distance delivery versions.
· Syllabus:
· Explanations for the 5 assignments need to be provided in the syllabus.
· P. 5: peer review: It is 20%, but in the first sentence of the explanatory paragraph it is said to be worth 30%.

4. AAAS 2367.02 (new course; requesting GE Writing and Communication-Level 2)  
· Please change prereq information on form in curriculum.osu.edu. All GE Writing and Communication-Level 2 courses are limited to sophomores and above. Therefore, please add “and sophomore standing” to the prereq information.
· Syllabus:
· Remove GE goals and expected learning outcomes for GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the United States since this GE category is not requested.

· Schedule: Week 5 is highlighted and repeated. Please address this. Also, since the submitted syllabus will become part of the permanent records of the university, it might be good to address the alignment issues in the document. Finally, the Panel assumes that when the course is taught, complete bibliographic references for the readings in the schedule will be provided.
· Same comment about GE assessment plan as for AAAS 2300. Please provide a plan that actually addresses each one of the three GE expected learning outcomes (ELOs) instead of the course as a whole. The ELOs need to be discussed separately. Please use table on p. 37 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual. Then, for each method provide specific examples.
· Jones, Zuniga-Shaw, unanimously approved with five contingencies (in bold above)
5. History 3798.05 (new course; requesting GE Historical Study and GE Education Abroad) 
· The Microbiology equivalent course has already been approved with some contingencies by the NMS Panel.
· Jones, Zuniga-Shaw, unanimously approved
6. History 3706 (new course; requesting GE Historical Study and GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the US) 
· One panel member indicates that title of the course could be misleading—since the course deals with other corporations than only Coca-Cola.
· P. 4 of syllabus: Exams are said to be worth 45%, whereas on the previous page they are worth 40%. Given that the other course assignments add up to 60%, the exams should be 40%.
