1. Approval of 9/16/16 minutes 
· Wilson, Parsons, unanimously approved
2. Russian 2355 (new course; requesting 100% distance learning delivery) 
· Panel has been informed that Mike Kaylor, ASC Director of Academic Technology, will be meeting with Slavic Dept representatives to discuss safety of quizzes. The Panel has already been informed that the quizzes will be timed. In addition, Mike Kaylor will also discuss with Dept (1) how quizzes can be developed with more frequency and lower stakes [for example, have 6 smaller quizzes and students complete these with an 80% or higher to show mastery and allow access to the next module of a course] and (2) how Lockdown browser can be used.
· Parsons, Wilson, unanimously approved with recommendation that meeting with Mike Kaylor take place (in italics above)
3. Dance 6802 (course change; change title, adjust description, and increase credit hours) 
· Question: Why not specify on syllabus that course is an elective in the PhD?
· New syllabus lists meeting times as twice 95 minutes (T-TH 8:30-10:05AM), but right underneath there is a sentence that states that this is a 100-minute course as though course was only meeting 100 minutes per week.
· Wilson, Parsons, unanimously approved with question/comment (in italics above)
4. Dance 5179 (new course) 
· Request concurrence from Department of Human Sciences in EHE.
· Syllabus lists meeting times as twice 80 minutes (T-TH 12:45-2:05PM), but underneath there is a sentence that states that there will be a 90-minute lecture class and a 90-minute practice class. Also, please double-check contact hours for the course. There is information about semester credit hours on p. 16 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf  The stated contact hours of twice 80 minutes per week are appropriate for formalized instruction. Since the second class meeting of the week will be practice-based, shouldn’t the contact hours of this second meeting be calculated at the lab or studio rate (i.e., either double or triple the contact hours)?

5. Linguistics 3502 (new course)  
· Wilson, Parsons, unanimously approved
6. English Graduate Minor (new) 
· Wilson, Parsons, unanimously approved
7. Classics / AAAS 3956 (new cross-listed courses; requesting GE Literature & GE Diversity-Global Studies)
· List GE goals on syllabus, not just the expected learning outcomes (ELOs). Thus in front of the ELOs for Diversity-Global Studies, this sentence should appear: 
Goals: Students understand the pluralistic nature of institutions, society, and culture in the United States and across the world in order to become educated, productive, and principled citizens.
In front of the ELOs for Literature, this sentence should appear: 
Goals: Students evaluate significant texts in order to develop capacities for aesthetic and historical response and judgment; interpretation and evaluation; and critical listening, reading, seeing, thinking, and writing. 
· When implemented, the GE assessment plan will need to include criteria for success (that is, for each method of assessment, the level of student achievement expected) & information on closing the loop (that is, what the process will be to review the data and potentially change the course to improve student learning of GE ELOs). 
· Parsons, Wilson, unanimously approved with two recommendations
8. Philosophy 5010S (new course—requesting GE Service Learning) 
· Request concurrence from Dept of Teaching and Learning in EHE.
· GE Service-Learning approved by this Panel contingent on approval of service-learning status by Office of Service-Learning.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu states that prereq is “6 cr hrs at the 2000-level or above or graduate standing or permission of instructor.” Shouldn’t this say “6 cr hrs at the 2000-level in Philosophy or above or graduate standing in Philosophy or permission of instructor”?  
· How are students at the Columbus Alternative High School going to be recruited for after-hours course?
· Put information about potential fee related to background check in course description.
· There is an on-line module related to activities and training with minors that OSU employees, students etc must complete if they are going to work with minors. Please check into this module; syllabus should likely mention the module.
