· This proposed course seems like a special topics within a special topics. Field is too narrow to be repeated 4 times. Why not teach this topic under History 5660 “Special Topics in the History of Religion”?
· Will other faculty be able to teach the course?
· Question: How does this course connect with History 3213, which is a course on slavery? Also, there is no need to combine an undergraduate class with a class at the 5000-level since 5000-level courses are always open to both undergraduate and graduate students.
· The syllabus on “Apocalypse, Catastrophe, and Community in Ancient Christianity” should contain grading information (the percentages assigned to various requirements).
· The other syllabus on “Literary Forgery in the Early Christian Tradition” indicates it is for SP17, but the schedule includes dates in Autumn semester.
