1. Design 5798 (return; one-time study abroad to Milan)   
· This is a dual career course that targets a very specific population of students. The requested changes have been made: GE language has been removed; schedule and credit hour rationale are more clearly linked; disability statement has been updated.
· Parsons, Wilsons, unanimously approved
2. English 2261 (existing course with GE Literature; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery) 
· Course tools that will be used: Carmen discussion boards (every week); Prezi audio presentations; OSU e-mail; and Carmen Dropbox.
· There are no pre-scheduled office hours. Students are asked to e-mail the instructor to schedule on-line or in-person office hours.

· This course is moving away from high stakes quizzes. The final grade is based on discussion board posts, participation, a presentation, and an essay.

· Proposal is well put together: e.g., great GE assessment plan, attention to regional campuses.

3. English 3372 (existing course with GE Literature; request for 100% Distance Learning delivery) 
· Course tools that will be used: Carmen discussion boards; Prezi “Time Capsules”; OSU secure media library; OSU e-mail; “Questions about the course” discussion forum; and Microsoft Office 365 ProPlus.

· This course too is moving away from high stakes quizzes.
· Sample syllabi have the following title: “Special Topics in Science Fiction and/or Fantasy.” The actual title of the course is “Science Fiction and/or Fantasy.” A specific title can, of course, be used for specific iterations of the course. However, when referring to the course in general, be sure to use exact title, namely “Science Fiction and/or Fantasy.”  

· For both on-line syllabi, p. 2: The three bullet points that are presented as course learning outcomes are in actuality GE language. The first bullet point corresponds to the generic goals of the GE Literature category and the next two bullet points are the two Expected Learning Outcomes for this GE category. The language should be correctly identified as GE language, not course goals. See GE goals and expected learning outcomes here http://asccas.osu.edu/curriculum/ge-goals-and-learning-outcomes
