2. First-year Seminar--Roger Cherry 

· Discussion about appropriateness of seminar. It is not quite clear who will take this seminar. This type of course is needed but might not draw many students. Furthermore, first-year seminars should offer an introduction to frontier areas of scholarly pursuit, allowing freshmen a glimpse of current topics of research and study, introduce students to unfamiliar academic areas, and provide insight into how faculty conduct scholarship in their disciplines.  This basic course on writing does not seem to fit this description.
· In AU 17, “freshman seminars” will be renamed “first-year seminars.”

· Both courses will only be offered on the Columbus campus. Would ASL program consider approving these for the regional campuses as well since a minor is being developed and ASL 1101-1103 is available on the regionals? Students on regional campuses will likely be very interested in this minor.

4. Art Education 7725 (new course) 

· The Art Dept has the following course on the books: Art 7208 “Research and Writing for Artists.” The Dept of Arts Administration, Education & Policy should ask a concurrence from the Dept of Art.
· Please include a weekly topical outline of course meetings, including topics to be covered, readings, homework, etc (The committee wants a sense of how much work is required of students.)
