1. Approval of 2-17-17 minutes 

· Approved
2. ASC 2798.06 (new course; requesting GE Education Abroad)
· GE assessment plan reveals a conflation of GE expected learning outcomes (ELOs) assessment and course/teaching/study abroad assessment. Please keep these distinct when doing the actual assessment. (GE assessment should solely be about how the course fulfills each GE ELO.) For example, “I also intend to ask students to fill out a discursive evaluation of the course that will help me determine what areas in my own, or those of my colleagues, teaching style need improvement” is not about assessing the GE ELOs. Or “[t]he data . . . will be made available to the Office of International Affairs”: OIA does not request any GE assessment information. That is the purview of the Assessment Panel of the Arts and Sciences Curriculum Committee. (OIA has its own program assessment for study abroad trips.)

3. History 2070 (course change; existing course with GE Historical Study; requesting GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the U.S.) 
· Very convincing submission. This course should have been GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the U.S. all along.

4. Changes to Master of Music in String Performance and Master of Music in Brass Performance 
· Those changes are very straightforward. The Brass Performance subprogram will go from 34 to 32 credit hours (Music 7852.05 will only be taken once) & the String Performance subprogram will go from 30 to 32 credit hours (Music 7802.31-34 will need to be taken for 4 more credit while 7852.05 will only be taken once) . Those 2 subprogram will have parallel structures.

· Interesting topic.

· The panel is reluctant to approve a seminar that is so focused on undergraduate student experiences, especially when no weekly topics/themes are provided.

· There is a scarcity of readings in the syllabus. Readings disappear after week 6.  

· The title might be misleading to many students since several forms of coming out are being discussed in the seminar. “Far from the Tree” or “How to Survive Thanksgiving” might be better titles (?)
