1. Approval of 3-24-17 minutes 
· Wilson, Savage, approved
2. First-year Seminar—Nicholas White (return) 
· There are some typos left in the syllabus. For example, course policies are repeated on page 1 of the syllabus, Canvas is spelled as “Canvass” multiple times, and the author’s name is misspelled as “Soloman” in week one of the course schedule. 
· Wilson, Savage, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
3. First-year Seminar—Carmen Taleghani-Nikazm (return) 
· Remove the colon after the question mark in the title.

· Correct the title of the Wired Talk in week one of the schedule. The title currently says “work” instead of “word.” 
· Panel feels that a reading on the first day of class may be asking too much of first-year students. 
· Weeks 4-9 are in groups of two weeks in the course schedule with one reading for the two-week groupings. The panel recommends breaking down the readings by week so the students know when readings should be completed. 
· The schedule only allows one week for all the presentations, which may not be enough time for all students to give ten-minute presentations. The panel recommends revising the course schedule to allow for two weeks of presentations. 
· Savage, Wilson, unanimously approved with five recommendations (in italics above)
4. Review/Approve History GE guidelines 
· The guidelines for the Historical Study GE will be added to the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Handbook. The Department of History provided the guidelines as clarification for other departments seeking Historical Study GE status. 

· Wilson, Savage, unanimously approved 

5. Comparative Studies minor (new) 
· The description of elective course requirements currently states, “Any three courses in Comparative Studies at the 2000 level or above. At least two of the electives must be at the 3000 level or above.” The panel recommends changing this to “One course in Comparative Studies at the 2000 level or above and two courses in Comparative Studies at the 3000 level or above.” 
· Savage, Wilson, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
6. Comm 2367 (existing course with GE Writing and Communication-Level 2; request for 100% DL) 
· The panel discussed whether recording a speech for an online course could properly teach public speaking skills. 

· The points in the grade breakdown add up to 600 points, not 500 points. 
· Wilson, Savage, unanimously approved with one comment (in italics above)
7. Comparative Studies 3189 (new course; requesting GE Education Abroad & GE Diversity-Global Studies)
· 3189 is a course number for fieldwork courses. As a fieldwork course, the panel assumes that the course can be applied to at least one of the Comparative Studies majors. If this is the case, provide a curriculum map. If the course cannot be applied to any Comparative Studies majors, provide a rationale for the use of a fieldwork course number rather than a study abroad course number (3797 for study at a foreign institution or 3798 for study tours). 
· Include GE goals and Expected Learning Outcomes (ELOs) on the syllabus for Diversity: Global Studies and Education Abroad. 
· Disability statement includes former location in Pomerene Hall of the Office of Disability Services. Please update to include current location in 098 Baker Hall, 113 W. 12th Avenue. See p. 15 of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf

· The Assessment Plan for GE Diversity: Global Studies combines ELO 1 and ELO 2 in the rubric. Separate ELO 1 and ELO 2 in the rubric in order to obtain discrete data for the achievement of each ELO. Provide two separate rubrics: one for ELO 1 and one for ELO2. 
· The GE rationale and GE assessment plan for GE Education Abroad refer to the wrong GE category. 
· Savage, Wilson, unanimously approved with four contingencies (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
