1. Approval of 1-17-17 minutes 
· Heckler, Derdzinski, unanimously approved
2. Chemistry 1612 (new course) 
· Chemistry 1612 is meant to be taken concurrently with 1610. It is classified as a workshop meant to enhance understanding of the concepts presented in 1610. It is a peer-led course. Those students who lead have taken the course previously. 
· Concern that this course might create a 2-tiered structure of students (issue of fairness).  Inform the Dept of Chemistry that they should make sure that this opportunity is broadly available.
· How many students will the Dept be ready to accommodate?  In AU16 there were 171 students enrolled in 1610. Department might need to be ready to offer as many as 20 to 22 peer groups.

· How will students know about this course and understand that this will be valuable to them?

· How are peer-leaders trained, assessed, and perhaps compensated?

· Update disability services statement. 3. Revision Data Analytics BS (addition of Data Visualization Specialization) 
· There are already 4 specializations in this major. This specialization will involve faculty from ACCAD and Design. There are 5 courses.

· All courses in the specialization are at the 5000-level. Question: Are there exploratory (lower-level) courses in Data Visualization that students can take? Might all the 5000-level courses in the specialization intimidate students? If there are any prereqs to the courses in the specialization, then that is not an issue, but in that case please list prereqs for the required courses in the actual proposal.
· P. 3: Table that indicates at what level (beginner, intermediate, or advanced) the learning outcomes are fulfilled: Panel think it is odd that S.1 is not fulfilled by any course in the specialization at the advanced level.
· Only three of the five courses in the specialization currently exist. The proposal indicates that the planned ACCAD capstone course will not be needed in the first few years of the specialization (substituted by other course) and the Panel understands that. However, ACCAD 5xxx “Emerging Trends in Data Visualization” needs to be created and submitted at the same time as the specialization.

· Sample 4-year plan:

· Contains one too many GE Natural Science courses. (Students do not need a fourth GE Natural Science course.)
· Design 5505 has a prereq of Design 3505. This course is not accounted for in the 4-year sample program. Please adjust plan, and if any of the other courses (including the ones not yet created) have any prereqs please account for these as well.
