2. EEOB 1930 (existing course; requesting GE Natural Science-Biological Science) 
· GE assessment plan: It needs to be more granular, focused, and include specific questions. A GE assessment plan provides for each GE expected learning outcome (ELO) one or two specific assessment methods that will be implemented to collect data. (This is not the same as listing all the instances where the GE ELOs are broached during the course.) Please include at least one direct assessment method for each ELO in the plan. In addition, an indirect assessment method can also be submitted. Underneath the table, then provide specific questions for each assessment method listed. (For example, if in your table you indicate that you will use a pre-/post-test for ELO1, provide one such sample question.) Furthermore, assignment grades are usually not good indicators of GE ELO success (since many other factors than pure fulfillment of the GE ELOs factor in when giving a grade on an assignment). Prefer using a rubric.
