2. First-year Seminar—Annie Abell 
· One panel member wonders how students will get to field trip destination. A: The instructor could rent a university van for that purpose.
· What constitutes an S in the seminar? Does a student need to have a certain minimum percentage?
· Please be aware that term is 14 weeks.
· Daly, Derdzinski, unanimously approved with two recommendations

3. EEOB 2270 (new course) 
· Provide weight of assignments and more information about the assignments themselves. Also provide information to the panel about when in the semester various assignments are due.
· Readings should be included in schedule. How many? How often? How long?

· From the information in curriculum.osu.edu and the meeting times information on the syllabus, it appears that this will be a two credit course. Adjust information at the very top of the syllabus that says that this course is variable 2-3.
· The Office of Student Life Disability Services has moved and the College’s preferred statement is now, “Students with disabilities (including mental health, chronic or temporary medical conditions) that have been certified by the Office of Student Life Disability Services will be appropriately accommodated and should inform the instructor as soon as possible of their needs. · Course number in curriculum map is incorrect.

· Matthews, Daly, unanimously approved with 2 contingencies and 4 recommendations
4. Chemistry 2990 (new course) 
· Break down schedule by week. 
· Provide further information about the assignments: e.g. level of expectation, lengths, what are the “additional assignments.”
· The statement on academic misconduct mentions Quantitative Chemical Analysis and includes a URL that does not work (should be http://studentlife.osu.edu/csc/).
· The attendance policy confuses the Panel:

· Perhaps specify that this is for unexcused absences.
· “Any participation points will be forfeited in the case of an absence”: This statement gives the impression that course grade will be affected even before a student has used up his/her two permitted absences.
· Provide curriculum maps. (Four-year plans seem to have been provided instead of the majors’ curriculum maps.).
