1. Approval of 4-11-17 minutes 
· Heckler, Daly, unanimously approved
2. Mathematics 4570 (new course)
· A curriculum map is required for all new courses that will count in the major. Provide a curriculum map. 
· Include course number and meeting dates and times on the syllabus 
· Heckler, Daly, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above)
3. EEOB 1930 (return; existing course; requesting GE Natural Science-Biological Science) 
· This course already offered at Stone Lab, and it is intended for high school students and incoming freshmen. 
· Panel feels that the compressed timeline of the course does not allow for the sufficient rigor of a GE course. Content is superficial and introductory and does not allow for depth or synthesis. 

· The panel suggests pairing this course with an online portion that can be taken before the week at Stone Lab or lengthening the time of the course to address the above issues. It is also not clear to the panel when students have time to do homework, readings, and other assignments.

4. Revision Data Analytics BS (return; addition of Data Visualization Specialization) + new course ACCAD 5150 (http://crmtview.asc.ohio-state.edu/currofc/tracking.cfm?TrackingID=3774 )
· 4-year plan does not included CSE 1223, a major pre-requisite. This should be taken in the first semester since it is a pre-requisite for CSE 2221. 
· Unit removed the GE Natural-Science course in Autumn of the fourth year in the 4-year plan but not the 3 credit hours associated with the course. Remove the extra 3 credit hours. So the total credit hours for this semester should only be 14. 

· Add the correct course number, ACCAD 5150, in the course proposal. The proposal and 4-year plan still say ACCAD 5xxx. 

· Matthews, Derdzinski, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above) 
5. Mathematics 1138 (new course)
· Form on curriculum.osu.edu allows for 2 repetitions but only a maximum of 4 credit hours. Clarify if course is actually repeatable. If so, maximum credit hours should be 8. 

· Include the full academic misconduct and disability statements on page 4.
