· Recommendation: provide students with a syllabus or a contract between the student and instructor that clarify expectations and provides boilerplate academic misconduct and disability statement, etc.

5. Music 7805.02 (new course)

· During meeting, a syllabus was requested and the course was sent back. In subsequent emails, an explanation was provided as to why a syllabus cannot be provided for this course and course was approved without a syllabus

· Recommendation: provide students with a syllabus or a contract between the student and instructor that clarify expectations and provides boilerplate academic misconduct and disability statement, etc.

6. Music 3364 (new course; requesting GE VPA and GE Diversity-Global Studies) & Music 3364E (new course; requesting GE VPA and GE Diversity-Global Studies)

· Assistant Dean Garett Heysel mistakenly advised School of Music to seek concurrence from Barnett Center. School of Music should seek concurrence from the Department of Arts Education, Administration and Policy. 

· The grading scale on page 3 of the syllabus says minuses and pluses will be used to reflect incremental adjustments in grades. Clarify what the scale will be with the minuses and pluses included. 

· The attendance policy states that “unexcused absences and late-arrivals demonstrate a lack of respect to your professor and peers and will significantly lower your grade.” The Panel recommends clarifying specifically how absences will affect the grade. 
· The assessment plan says that grades will be used to evaluate the assessment methods (the project and midterm report). Typically, grades are not the ideal measure for General Education assessment because factors other than Expected Learning Outcome (ELO) achievement influence the grade. The Panel recommends using a rubric. One is mentioned in the assessment plan, but not provided. 
· Savage, Knapp, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and three recommendations (in italics above)

8. Music 6752 (new course)

· The course is not directly related to music in all its content, but the Panel does not take issue with is because concurrences from all departments with related content were provided.
