1) Approval of 9-20-17 minutes
· Blount, Savage, unanimously approved
2) Art Education 2100 (new course)
· Textbook was written by instructor. Every department is now expected to have a process by which the department looks at textbooks written by instructors and used as a primary text in a course taught by that instructor to make sure book written by instructor is relevant/indispensable to the course.
· Course is meant to introduce students to the major and gauge who can enter the major. (Currently, BA Arts Management has almost 80 students.)
· “Supercreative” is a person. 
· Purpose of course (intro to arts management) does not seem to match the content of the book (creative urban centers).
· Perhaps rethink title and rethink alignment of course textbook and goal of course as intro to field of arts management. Likewise, consider other readings. Current book could be about 1/3 of the readings and supply 2/3 of the readings from other sources. (The book is actually not a textbook—more a case study.)
· Since in the revised major, students will select either 3680 (for-profit sector) or 3681 (non-profit sector)—i.e., they will not automatically be exposed to both sectors, make sure that 2100 touches on both for-profit sector & non-profit sector. Likewise, it would be recommended to align the course with the sections of the major: cultural policy/industry trends; management/leadership; marketing/branding/partnerships; capstone/careers.
· P. 6 of syllabus: You cannot give students an automatic E before review by COAM. Request to use boilerplate statement on academic misconduct available in the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual.

· Request concurrences from departments of Art & Design.
· Readings do not seem very substantial (appr. 10 pages a week). 

· Review tabled. 
3) Revision BA Arts Management
· No change in credit hours. New intro course. Some slight changes in other courses.
· P. 1: 
· Last sentence of first paragraph (about incoming students being advised of new core course in AU17). Remove or adjust since Art Edu 2100 has not been approved yet.
· Third paragraph: “An evaluative assessment form will be written for all students who enroll and wish to declare the major.” Q: Will there be standard questions (since more than one person may be teaching this course and evaluating students going forward)?

· Last sentence of third paragraph. Remove or adjust since a decision to change the overall GPA should be finalized one way or another before review by the curriculum bodies.

· New advising sheet:

· Suggestion to replace CS&E 1110 with 1111 “Introduction to Computer-Assisted Problem Solving.”
· Double-check titles of courses. Two titles were found to be different from what is stated on the sheet: Math 1130 “College Algebra for Business” and BUSMHR 3510 “Innovation and Entrepreneurship.” (There might be more.) 
· If Art Edu 2100 is indeed to be a prereq for Art Edu 3680 and 3681, then those 2 courses will need to have a course change (once 2100 is approved). 
· Sample 4-year plan: 
· If CS&E 1111 is indeed included instead of 1110, then change first line. In that case, CS&E 1111 being a GE Mathematical or Logical Analysis, remove GE Math line in first year, Fall semester. This could become a slot for an elective.
· ECON 2001 and BUSMHR 2500, which are both prereqs, are also both GE Social Sciences—Human, Natural and Economic Resources courses. Thus, they can fulfill a GE purpose. Suggestion to make them count for the GE Open Option (6 credits). In that case, please remove the GE Open Option lines in first year, Fall semester and third year, Spring semester. These slots could become electives.
· Might be best to include third GE Foreign Language.
· There should only be 5 slots for “Advanced Arts Management.” Right now there are 6.
· Typo several times on page: “Language Proficeny.”
· Suggestion to run revised 4-year plan by Todd Bitters before resubmission.
· Page with information about applied learning credits. Replace “ASC Undergraduate Research Office (URO)” with “Office of Undergraduate Research & Creative Inquiry.” The current URL is https://ugresearch.osu.edu/ 
· Major revision tabled
4) Comparative Studies 3692 (existing course; request to add GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Diversity: Global Studies)
· Disability statement is not the most recent and Student Life Disability Services moved over a year ago. Please update to the most recent disability statement. See http://www.ods.ohio-state.edu/faculty-staff/syllabus-statement/
· Attendance and participation rationale is long & sets a certain tone.
