· Knapp, Savage, unanimously approved
2. Art Education 2100 (new course; return)
· Conversation about the purpose of the course: Suggestions of the panel have been implemented in a limited way. There could be more of an attempt to produce an even more generic syllabus that more than one faculty member/instructor/GTA could teach. The revised syllabus still seems to be very tailored to one professor. Some additional readings have been inserted. However, course could even better reflect the different sections of the major. The city angle has been very much maintained. The role of the city as it intersects with the different sections of the major is confusing. The confusion appears from the beginning of the syllabus. For example, the second paragraph of the course description (p. 1) brings in the topic of the city with no transition to how it links to the broader description of the course in the first paragraph. Likewise, the readings taken from the book Planning for a City of Culture: Creative Urbanism in Toronto and New York do not always appear to reflect the topic of the week (e.g., in week 12, chapter 10 of the book does not seem to fit the topic of career). One suggestion would be to limit the readings of the book to some weeks (not include the book in most weeks). Foremost, for the purpose of the first iteration of the course, it would be very beneficial to the students that the syllabus itself contain an explanation of the topic/lense of the city as it applies to this Introduction to Arts Management course.
· Small factual items to be adjusted in course materials:

· Transcript abbreviation in curriculum.osu.edu is still “Supercreatives Run.”

· Course description in curriculum.osu.edu (which will be in the course catalog) has likewise not been changed. It reflects the focus of the course as it was initially submitted under the title “Supercreatives Run the World.”

· P. 4 of syllabus: Passage that students get an automatic E even before review by COAM has not been removed.
