· Jones, Dixon, unanimously approved
2) Theatre 5751 (course change; reduce credit hours from 3 to 2)
· Include attendance policy. What happens between the one permitted unexcused absence and the three additional absences that lead to failure?
· Disability statement is not the most recent one and Student Life Disability Services moved over a year and a half ago. Please update to the most recent disability statement. See p. 14 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 
· Jones, Dixon, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
3) Art Education 7777 (new course; distance learning delivery)
· Proofread for typos, visual layout issues.
· Course description (on form in curriculum.osu.edu and in intro paragraph of syllabus):

· Not clear what “compelling assessment measures” refers to. Suggest removing “compelling.”
· “Educators clearly communicating these measures can effectively leverage them in persuading administrator, parents and policy makers . . .” The word “administrator” should be plural.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: Ask for doctoral subsidy level and add doctoral to intended rank.
· P. 7: Mental Health Statement: Remove reference to College of Pharmacy Office of Student Services. The language in the ODEE syllabus template should only be used when applicable. In this case, it is not applicable.
· Likewise, pp. 7-8: Remove first disability statement. There is no need to paste two boilerplate statements. The second statement is the language recommended by ASC.
· Dixon, Jones, unanimously approved with five recommendations (in italics above)
4) WGSS 2326S (new course)
· One of the required texts for the course dates back to 1976. Isn’t there a 21st century text available?
· The term “volunteering” is usually not used in the context of a service-learning experience. The panel believes the course materials would be strengthened if service-learning language was used for the educational component instead of “volunteering.”
· ADAMH Franklin (Alcohol, Drug and Mental Health Board of Franklin County) could be mentioned in syllabus. That agency might even have a speaker that could come talk to the class.
· Check with Office of Research whether IRB is necessary.
· Clarify how contact hours will work once service-learning starts. That is, how many contact hours per week will be devoted to formal instruction vs. service learning part.
· Ask for concurrence from College of Social Work.
· Dixon, Jones, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above) and three recommendations (in italics above)
