· It is not clear whether the grading scale applies to specific assignments or the whole course. On the one hand, a grading scale on a syllabus is supposed to apply to the whole course. However, in this case, the explanation provided for certain letter grades points toward individual assignments

3) German 1101.61 (new course; distance learning version of German 1101.51)

· Excellent course. (A few comments are also made about the .51 syllabus and orientation packet provided for comparative purposes.)

4) NELC 2220.02  (new course; return; 100% DL version of existing course with GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Diversity-Global Studies)

· As stated on the form in curriculum.osu.edu, the prerequisite for the course is English 1110 or equivalent. This information was included in the first iteration of the syllabus reviewed on March 29, 2017 by this Panel. However, in the revised syllabus, p. 2, “none” is included for prerequisites. Request to correct.
· GE assessment plan: Several of the questions provided as examples for direct assessment are actually indirect assessment questions. Indeed, they ask students to reflect on their experience in the course. On the other hand, direct assessment questions pose questions about the content of the course (e.g., course-embedded questions). For Cultures and Ideas, this confusion is present in the two sample questions provided for the pre-/post test. For Diversity-Global Studies, the confusion is present in the first sample question provided for the pre-/post test and the second question on the final exam.
