1) Approval of 12-12-17 minutes
· Kline, Blevins, unanimously approved
2) Economics/Political Science/Philosophy 3001 (cross-listed; new course)
· Economics/Political Science/Philosophy 3001 and 3002 will be core courses in new major (BA) in Philosophy, Politics, and Economics. These courses will be taken after the foundations have been taken. The stated prereqs for 3001 are the foundation courses for the major.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: Issue with differing CIP codes for the various offerings. Right now, the Political Science and Economics offerings use a political science CIP code; the Philosophy offering uses a philosophy CIP code. All three versions should have the same CIP code. Deborah Haddad will work with the departments.
· P. 1: No descriptions for the course requirements (the various graded assignments). Provide further detail for each requirement.

· P. 2: Grading scale includes a C instead of C- (so scale has two C letter grades) and includes F instead of E.

· P. 2: Link to Student Life Disability Services is incorrect. Update to new weblink slds.osu.edu & use preferred statement available on p. 14 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual: https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 
· P. 1: Change references to Canvas in “Course Requirements” to Carmen.
· Pp. 3-5: Include page numbers in list of readings.

· Kline, Blevins, unanimously approved with four contingencies (in bold above) and two recommendations (in italics above)
3) Economics/Political Science/Philosophy 3002 (cross-listed; new course)
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: Issue with differing CIP codes for the various offerings. Right now, the Political Science and Economics offerings use a political science CIP code; the Philosophy offering uses a philosophy CIP code. All three versions should have the same CIP code. Deborah Haddad will work with the departments.
· P. 1: Clarify the point about adjustment of grades based on participation. 

· P. 2: Grading scale includes a C instead of C- (so scale has two C letter grades) and includes F instead of E.

· P. 2: Link to Student Life Disability Services is incorrect. Update to new weblink slds.osu.edu & use preferred statement available on p. 14 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual: https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 

· Pp. 3-5: Include full citations for readings (especially how many pages) & add greater detail on when readings are due (which week and days of the week).
· Kline, Kaiser, unanimously approved with four contingencies (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
4) Sociology 5463 (new course)
· Add number of contact hours per week on syllabus.
· Grading scale issue: percentages do not add up to 100%.
· Recommend 16-point font for disability statement.
· Include full citations for readings (especially how many pages).
· Curriculum map: Does course meet other program goals? Suggestion to double-check.
· Kaiser, Blevins, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above) and three recommendations (in italics above)
5) Minor in Information Security (new undergraduate minor)
· Prerequisites for CSE 2501 and 4471 core courses as stated in proposal on page 4 on the Minor sheet (format used by International Studies) differ from information in course catalog. Prereqs for 2501 are the following in the course catalog: “1222, 1223, 2231, 214, 222, or 230, and 2321 or Math 366, and Gen Ed Writing Level 2.” Prereqs for 4471 are the following in the course catalog: “2231 and 2321, or 321.” Request to adjust proposal to reflect accurate prereqs (though quarter numbers should no longer be used).
· P. 6: “No more than one course in it will be allowed to count towards the IS major.” By university rule, any hours above 12 credits should be allowed to double-count with a major (or another minor). Therefore, 4 hours in the proposed minor should be able to count toward the IS major
· Full approval of the minor is contingent on the full approval of both new IS courses in the minor: 3702 and 4702.

· P. 6: Typo: “However, it will also be open to all members of Ohio Stater’s undergraduate student body..”
· Blevins, Kaiser, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
6) International Studies 3702 (new course)
· Request concurrence from CSE.
· Add number of contact hours per week on syllabus.
· P 1: Change 16 weeks to 14 weeks.
· P. 2: Provide description of course assignments.

· P. 3: Clarify what check-in means for attendance.
· Blevins, Kaiser, unanimously approved with five contingencies (in bold above)
7) International Studies 4702 (new course)

· Some concern about level of difficulty for 4000-level course. Course does not appear to be very challenging.
· Request concurrence from CSE.
· Add number of contact hours per week on syllabus.
· Provide more detailed description of course assignments. Also, there is a lack of specificity in the following statement about papers/presentations: “Students will complete at least four writing assignments or presentations . . . ” 
· Include deadlines for assignments.
· Why list of sample reading assignments on p. 2?
· P. 3: Remove reference to “exams or exam reviews” since there are no exams in this course & consolidate two attendance policies.

· Proofread for typos and some grammar mistakes.
