1) Sociology 2211S (existing course with GE Service Learning; course change—make course repeatable)
· Department is asking that course be repeatable once because there will be several iterations/foci/destinations.
· Prereq Sociology 2209 (Introduction to Criminal Justice) is removed. This will likely make it easier for more students to register for 2211S.
· Include GE goals and expected learning outcomes (ELOs) on all three syllabi. Prof Bryant’s Fall 2016 syllabus has the ELOs but not the GE goals. However, neither one of Prof Chaney’s syllabi contain the goals and ELOs for the GE. Furthermore, Prof Chaney’s syllabi do not include a statement on how the course will satisfy the stated GE ELOs. Indeed, there is no indication at all in those syllabi that this is a GE course. · All three syllabi: Please make sure that references to the Student Life Disability Services on the Columbus campus (when included) refer to the proper location (Baker Hall—not Pomerene Hall) and include the proper weblink (slds.osu.edu). · Accessibility: It might be good to include information about getting to the various places.
· The Spring 2016 syllabus (Prof Chaney) does not include any readings at all. It might be good to specify these in the syllabus.
· Kline, Blevins, unanimously approved with recommendations (in italics above)
2) BA Philosophy, Politics, and Economics (new)

· Concern by one of the panel members that some of the courses in the concentrations have a lot of prereqs. A: Those are electives and no student is required to take those courses, so it is fine.
· Advising will happen out of the main ASC advising office.

· It is not known yet from which disciplines students wishing to double-major will come. Students could double-major in Economics, Political Science, or Philosophy—or, of course, any other field.
