· P. 4: 

· “There are 6 units if taking all 4 credit hours.” This should likely refer to 4 units. P. 5 of the syllabus explains the 4 units in the course.
· “Please see the Academic Misconduct Policy regarding the use of web translators and/or translation software.” However, the academic misconduct policy later in the syllabus does not refer to web translators and/or translation software at all. Indeed, it appears to be the statement included in the ODEE template.
