2) Art Education 7711 (new course) 
· This course will be required for both education and arts policy PhD students. A program change will be submitted to indicate the change in the program requirements.
· Art Education 7200.30 “Overview of Research for Arts Educators” came through earlier this year for online MA students. That course is specifically geared for practicing teachers. On the other hand, Art Education 7711 is meant for PhD students who are writing a dissertation.

3) First-year Seminar—Mark Rudoff 
· Very interesting seminar.
· P. 1: Course should be numbered 1138.xx because it will be graded S/U. (ASC 1137.xx is set aside for letter graded first-year seminars.)
· P. 4: “An act of academic dishonesty may result in an ‘E’ grade for the course and University disciplinary action.” Change E grade (since it would be U).

4) First-year Seminar—Eugenia Costa-Giomi 
· Very interesting seminar.

· The form indicates that the preferred term of offering is Spring 2019. However, next academic year, first-year seminars will only be offered in Autumn.

5) First-year Seminar—Scot Kaplan 
· Does faculty member plan to teach this seminar as a half-term course with 110 minutes/week?

· The syllabus includes a list of readings (called “Pattern of Weekly Coursework and Readings”) rather than a schedule of activities. Include an actual schedule--which means moving from a pattern to a sequence. Also, request to offer a rationale for the sequence. (Currently, the readings are listed in no order that the Panel can detect.)
· What does the final paper entail? What are written queries based on readings? (Also, are these done in class? In digital format?)
· Blount, Knapp, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above) and one question (in italics above)
6) English 2367.08 (new course; requesting GE Writing and Communication—Level 2) 

· This course has been offered under English 2367.01 for a while. The Arts and Humanities 2 Panel asked the Dept of Design to encourage the Dept of English to offer the course under its own decimalized number since it is a course in the newly approved Game Studies Minor. (English 2367.01 currently has both GE Writing and Communication—Level 2 & GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the US. On the other hand, 2367.08 is only requesting GE Writing and Communication—Level 2.)
