3. AAAS 2270 (course change; request to add GE VPA & GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the U.S.)
· The department needs to add the GE categories in curriculum form. 

· The Panel discussed the appropriateness of GE VPA rather than GE Cultures and Ideas category. The rationale for VPA is good, but there is not much information provided on the assignments to support the rationale for VPA. The readings would support either category. 

· Panel recommendation: change typo on page 3 of the syllabus referencing quarters (point 1 in the “course requirements” section).
· Panel recommendation: Panel was unclear what the “three hourly tests” are. Should this be “three hour long tests?” Panel recommends rewording this in the syllabus to clarify for students. 
· Panel recommendation: Give more detail on assignments in the syllabus. Clarifying the nature of the assignments and showing how they relate to the GE, particularly GE VPA, will strengthen the rationale for the course as a GE VPA.
