1. Welcome back
2. Revised AAAS graduate programs (PhD, MA, & Graduate Minor) (return)
· The panel has some concerns about the area of concentration for the MA. If expertise is the goal, as is said on page 6 of the proposal, why are students only encouraged to take two courses in their chosen thematic area? This is also inconsistent with the goal stated on page 21 that the MA exam will “assure broad knowledge coverage.” Please clarify the goal of the thematic concentrations in the proposal. 

· The panel believes that the department needs to submit a new assessment plan since the goals for the MA have changed. If the department is keeping the same assessment plan, they should still include the plan with the proposal. 

· The implementation date of Autumn 2018 should be updated to Autumn 2019. The transition plan on page 19 also needs to be updated.
· Correct the following typos:
· AFAMAST 7754 is listed as a core course instead of 7753 at the top of page 18.
· The 5th example of programs of study on page 19 lists 7581 instead of 7851. 
· The Autumn 2016 Requirements on page 20-21 for the MA do not include the required focus areas.
· Update the advising sheet on pages 27-28. The same wording is repeated for both “AAAS Elective Courses” and “Other Elective Courses.” 
· P. 18: Second line: States that 7754 becomes optional. However, in the proposal, the list of possible methods courses does not include AAAS 7754. Should or shouldn’t AAAS 7754 still be a possible methods course in the revised program?
· Aski, Dixon, unanimously approved with seven contingencies (in bold above) 
3. AAAS 2253 (course change; existing course requesting GE Literature & GE Diversity-Global Studies)
· Include the author for A Brief History of the Caribbean 
· The syllabus says, “Books are available at the OSU Student Book Exchange at 1806 N. High St.” The Student Book Exchange is closed.

· The panel recommends that for future course proposals that the department keep in mind the instructions for the GE Rationale given in the Curriculum and Assessment Manual. 
· A GE rationale that discusses how each individual GE expected learning outcome will be met in most or all of the following: (a) the course objectives, (b) the readings, (c) the topics, (d) the written assignments, and (e) other course components. 
· The panel recommends assigning values to the assessment rubric levels, clarifying what totals will be placed under “Totals” in the rubric, or removing “Totals” from the rubric. 
· Aski, Dixon, unanimously approved with four recommendations (in italics above) 
4. AAAS 4610 (new course)
· The syllabus says, “Books are available at the OSU Student Book Exchange at 1806 N. High St.” The Student Book Exchange is closed.

· The second page of the syllabus indicates that absences will affect students’ grades, but does not specify how. The panel recommends being specific about how grades will be affected by absences. 
· The panel suggests the documentary 13th and the book The New Jim Crow as supplemental material for the course. 

· Aski, Dixon, unanimously approved with three recommendations (in italics above)
5. AAAS 5650 (new course)
· The syllabus says, “Books are available at the OSU Student Book Exchange at 1806 N. High St.” The Student Book Exchange is closed.

·  The course description on the syllabus says “Topics could be regionally focused or global and possible topics include but are not limited to: race and science; medical ethics; human rights; health and wellness; hair politics; food justice/food ways; dis/abilities and injuries; performance and racial embodiment; epidemiology and mass incarceration; and pregnancy and reproduction. Ultimately, whatever topic is chosen, the course will address the ways in which the black body itself literally embodies social inequality.” The Panel believes the current wording sounds like a topics course. The panel recommends changing the wording related to possible topics for the time being, and creating a topics course when the department has a second syllabus. 
· The second page of the syllabus indicates that absences beyond four will affect students’ grades, but does not specify how. The panel recommends being specific about how grades will be affected by absences. 
· Request concurrences from the College of Social Work and the Center for Bioethics in the College of Medicine. 

· Aski, Dixon, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and three recommendations (in italics above) 
6. AAAS 2275 (new course)
· The course catalog description is unfinished.
· The second page of the syllabus indicates that absences beyond four will affect students’ grades, but does not specify how. The panel recommends being specific about how grades will be affected by absences. 
· The panel recommends the addition of the film Race about Jesse Owens
· Aski, Dixon, unanimously approved with three recommendations (in italics above)
7. CLLC 2301.01S/2301.02S/2302S (new course; requesting GE Service-Learning)
· Add the GE goals for Service-Learning to the syllabus.
· The panel recommends changing “middle school children” to “elementary and/or middle school children” in the course description of 2301.01S and 2301.02S. 
· Dixon, Aski, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above), contingent on Office of Service-Learning approving Service-Learning status
