AGENDA: 
1) Approval of 8-28-18 minutes
· Aski, Jones, unanimously approved (with one correction: Kay Bea Jones was not present at the 8-28-18 meeting)
2) Theatre MA and PhD—revision
· There are several inconsistencies within the document:
· P. 4: Current MA curriculum: Indicates that 6999 is currently 1-2 credits per enrollment repeatable to a maximum of 18 credits. In reality, this course is currently 1-4 credits. If in the proposed curriculum, this course needs to become 1-3 credits, a course change needs to be submitted via curriculum.osu.edu.

· P. 5 & p. 9: Several inconsistencies between those 2 pages that both describe the proposed new PhD program.

· Electives: 9-12 credits on p. 5; 14-17 credits on p. 9

· Dissertation: 6-18 credits on p. 5; 9-18 credits on p. 9

· Total credits: 55 on p. 5; 56 on p. 9

· The sample curricula for the MA and the PhD do not always implement what is described in the proposed revisions:

· P. 10: first MA sample:

· Year 1, Spring: What is the practice course? Is it the same as production experience? Either way, there is no practice course (or production experience) described as being part of the MA on either p. 5 or p. 9. (The production experience course is part of the PhD requirements.)

· There are 8 elective cr hrs (not enough, whether minimum is 9 or 14).

· There are 3 cr of 6999 (not enough, since minimum is 4).
· Foreign language is taken in SP of Year 1 (though advising sheet on p. 8 lists SU of Year 1 or AU of Year 2 for the FL requirement)

· P. 10: second MA sample:

· Year 2, Autumn: Same comment about the practice course.
· There are 6 elective cr hrs (not enough, whether minimum is 9 or 14).

· There are 3 cr of 6999 (not enough, since minimum is 4)

· Same comment about the FL course.
· P. 11: first PhD sample:

· Year 1, Spring: Is the practice course the same as the production experience? If so, use same terminology.
· There are 14 elective cr hrs (though on p. 5 the electives are capped at 12 credits; however, as mentioned earlier, p. 9 caps the electives at 17 credits—not sure which one will be adjusted)

· There are 9 dissertation cr hrs (this conforms to the hour range provided on p. 9 but not with the hour range provided on p. 5—not sure which one will be adjusted)

· Foreign language is taken in SP of Year 2 (though advising sheet on p. 9 lists SU of Year 1 or AU of Year 2 for the FL requirement)

· P. 12: second PhD sample:

· Year 1, Spring: Same question about the practice course. 
· There are 11 elective cr hrs (this conforms to the hour range provided on p. 5 but not with the hour range provided on p. 9—not sure which one will be adjusted)

· There are 9 dissertation cr hrs (same comment as above)
· Foreign language is taken in SP of Year 2 (though advising sheet on p. 9 lists SU of Year 1 or AU of Year 2 for the FL requirement)
· Include program assessment plan for revised MA and PhD programs
· Aski, Jones, unanimously approved with contingencies (listed in bold above)
3) Theatre 6702, 7710, 7720, and 7730 (new courses)
· Little information is provided for several of these courses. It is clear that these syllabi will need to be further developed before the courses are actually taught. For example, for 6702, there is an assignment that includes backward design, but it is not clear when backward design is taught. However, the Panel believes that enough information is provided at this point for curricular approval & trusts that the department/faculty will fully develop the syllabi in time.
· For Theatre 7730, p. 2, reconcile the percentages for Pedagogy. Is it 10% or 15%?
· Aski, Jones, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
4) Turkish and Central Asia Studies Minor—revision
· Include concurrence from International Studies that is referred to in the email but is not included in the package. It should address the revised minor.
· Include letter of the Chair of NELC. Since this is a language minor that is becoming more of a culture minor (i.e., a considerable shift in focus), it would be useful for all subsequent faculty committees to see that this revision has the full support of the department Chair. 

· Suggestion for the department to think about: Has the department considered developing two tracks in the minor: one language track & one culture track?

· P. 1: Implementation date August 2018 needs to be changed.
· P. 3: “Currently, minors are required to take 3 language courses and one culture or literature course.” In that sentence, the word culture should be removed since the 4th course in the current minor is a literature course, not a culture course.

· P. 5: Revised ASC Minor advising sheet: 

· Title should be “Turkish and Central Asia Studies Minor” (instead of “Turkish Minor and Central Asia Studies”).

· Left column: 
· Typo: NELC 5304 should actually read 5204 (the course is listed twice in the left column)
· Third heading “Translated Turkish Literature and Culture” should likely read “Translated Turkish and Central Asian Literature and Culture” (since one of the courses is about Central Asia, not Turkey). 

· The titles for Turkish 2241 and 2701 have been changed so the new titles should be used on the revised advising sheet.

· Where will NELC 3350 fit into the advising sheet? (It was included on a previous draft but has now been left out.)

· Question: Does a student who take NELC 5204 for the “Translated Turkish etc” category still have to take an extra upper-level credit course under the electives (since the minimum 6 upper-level credit rule is already fulfilled at this point: Turkish 2101 + NELC 5204)? It is fine for the department to want to require another upper-level credit course—but it is not clear if that is what the department actually wants. Also see comment below.
· Right column: Under Credit hours required: Include sentence “At least 6 credit hrs must be upper-level courses as defined by the College of Arts and Sciences.”

· P. 6: Revised departmental minor sheet: 

· The statement “Half of the total hours in the minor must be acquired through instruction at OSU” is incorrect. It should be replaced by “A student is permitted to count up to 6 total hours of transfer credit and/or credit by examination.”

· Turkish 3001 is a 4 credit course (not 3, as stated on the sheet)

· Include International Studies 4253 under the electives

· Indicate that NELC 5645 is cross-listed with International Studies.
· No vote
5) Turkish 3350 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Diversity-Global Studies
· No GE assessment plan for Diversity-Global Studies was submitted. Instead, there were two copies of the GE rationale for Cultures and Ideas included.
· GE assessment plan for Cultures and Ideas:

· P. 1: The various direct methods of assessment listed in the table (quizzes, written assignments, research project and presentation) appear more like a justification that the 2 GE expected learning outcomes (ELOs) will be addressed in those assignments rather than a very focused plan that can be implemented when the course is first taught. Indeed, analyzing all the quizzes, written assignments, research projects, and presentations would be an onerous task. It is recommended that the direct methods used be limited to one or two.
· P. 2: The examples of survey questions to the students do not specifically/uniquely address the GE ELOs. Please use the exact wording of the ELOs in the questions to students

· P. 2 of syllabus: Outdated GEC (i.e., pre-semester conversion) language is used. There is no longer a “Category 2. Breadth: Section C. Arts and Humanities” or “Category 4. Diversity: (2) International Issues: Non-Western or Global”. This wording should be removed. The statement should simply say, “This course is intended to satisfy the requirements for 2 GE categories: Cultures and Ideas & Diversity-Global Studies.”
· Aski, Jones, unanimously approved with 3 contingencies (listed above in bold)
