1. Approval of 10-9-18 minutes
· Jones, Aski, unanimously approved
2. History 3194 (group studies requesting GE Diversity—Global Studies & GE Historical Study)
· Make stronger case for this being a history course. For example, the course description in curriculum.osu.edu doesn’t appear to match a history course. (“This course explores East Asia’s historical experience through film, introducing students to the historical imaginary, major themes, particular episodes, and cinematic imagery of East Asia’s past as depicted by Hollywood and film cultures.”)
· The panel does not believe that this course fulfills all of the expected learning outcomes of the two requested GE categories: For example:

· For GE Historical Study ELO#3 (“Students speak and write critically about primary and secondary historical sources by examining diverse interpretations of past events and ideas in their historical context.”): Where are the primary sources? P. 2 of the syllabus refers to films as being “primary source material.” However, films mediate a topic but are not primary sources. P. 3 mentions “reading primary and secondary sources,” but the panel sees no real evidence of primary sources in the syllabus. Request to clarify. (An explanation of the GE Historical ELOs is included on p. 51 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf )
· For GE Diversity-Global Studies ELO#2 (“Students recognize the role of national and international diversity in shaping their own attitudes and values as global citizens.”): How does the course achieve this?
· Fifty percent of class time is devoted to film watching. This is concerning to the committee.

3. Arabic 2111 (course change; renumbered from 4000-level to 2000-level)
· The prerequisite/corequisite information on the form in curriculum.osu.edu differs somewhat from the equivalent information in the syllabus. The syllabus says, “Prereq: 1102.01 or 1102.02. Concur: 1103.01 or 1103.02.” On the other hand, the syllabus refers to, “Pre/co-requisite 1103.” Might it be better to use the following statement on the form in curriculum.osu.edu, “Prereq or concur: 1103.01 or 1103.02”?
· Some of the conversation topics overlap between Arabic 2111 and 2112, which is OK  considering that the second course would be expected to go more in depth. 
· One panel member comments that for all the Arabic courses on the agenda today the attendance policies (i.e., what is acceptable vs unacceptable & how unexcused absences impact a student’s grade) are different. Panel discusses this but agrees that attendance policies are at the discretion of individual instructors.

4. Arabic 2112 (course change; renumbered from 4000-level to 2000-level)
· Aski, Jones, unanimously approved
5. Arabic 2104.01 (course change; increase credit hours from 4 to 5)
· P. 5: Explain the participation grade reduction after 3 absences.

· P. 5 contains the following passage about homework: “You should plan for approximately two hours of homework and independent preparation for every hour of class time. This means that in a typical week, you should expect to spend at least eight hours doing your Arabic homework.” Since this course is a now a 5-credit course, students should expect to spend at least 10 hours/week on homework.
· P. 7: Syllabus uses outdated statement about disability services (with location in Pomerene Hall, which has not been used for this purpose for several years). Please use full statement available on p. 14 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 
· Aski, Dixon, unanimously approved with three recommendations (in italics above)
6. Arabic 2104.02 (course change; increase credit hours from 4 to 5)
· P. 5: Explain the participation grade reduction after 3 absences.

· P. 5 contains the following passage about homework: “You should plan for approximately two hours of homework and independent preparation for every hour of class time. This means that in a typical week, you should expect to spend at least eight hours doing your Arabic homework.” Since this course is a now a 5-credit course & the syllabus submitted is for the 4-week May term, the number of hours spent on homework should be adjusted accordingly.

· P. 5: “There will be two types of homework assignments this semester . . . “ Please note that May is not considered a “semester.” It is a “term.”
· P. 7: Syllabus uses outdated statement about disability services (with location in Pomerene Hall, which has not been used for this purpose for several years). Please use full statement available on p. 14 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 
· Schedule refers to events & dates in Spring: a midterm spread over two days in March & a Spring Break in Week 3.
· Jones, Aski, unanimously approved with five recommendations (in italics above)
7. Arabic 3105 (course change; increase credit hours from 4 to 5)
· P. 7: Statement about disability services: Please use full statement available on p. 14 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 
· Side note: For new courses: please provide English translation of a syllabus (or parts of a syllabus) written in a foreign language. This does not apply in this case since this is not a new course. 
· Aski, Jones, unanimously approved with one recommendation & one general reminder (in italics above)
8. Arabic 3705 (existing course with GE Literature; course change; renumbered from 2000-level to 3000-level)
· Since this is a modification of an existing GE course, please provide GE assessment plan.
· Participation: Thirty percent of the final grade is a lot. Please provide a rubric that can be used to evaluate participation. 
· Last page of syllabus uses outdated statement about disability services (with location in Pomerene Hall, which has not been used for this purpose for several years). Please use full statement available on p. 14 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf
· Include grading scale when course is offered.
· Aski, Jones, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
9. Arabic 4106 (course change; increase credit hours from 4 to 5)
· P. 1 of syllabus: “By the end of this course, the student will be able to speak, read, write and listen to Modern Standard Arabic at high intermediate and advanced levels.” This is a very high language competency level and one cannot assume that this level will actually be reached. The committee recommends not making this claim/removing this statement.
