1) Approval of 9-5-18 minutes
· Fletcher, Wilson, unanimously approved
2) NELC 3111 (course change; existing course with GE Historical Study—reduce credit hours from 4 to 3)
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: 
· The course description says, “Introduction to the history and cultures of the ancient empires of southwestern Asia, focusing on the period from the Assyrian and Persian Empires to the establishment of Islam (ca 900 BCE–ca 750 CE).” This no longer appears to match the updated content of the course. Indeed the first line of the revised syllabus says, “This is an introduction to the history and cultures of the ancient empires of southwestern Asia, focusing on the period from the Akkadian empire to the establishment of Islam (ca 2340 BCE–ca 750 CE).” Thus, if nothing else, the timeframe has been expanded, and the course description in the catalog should be adjusted in some manner.
· The course components still lists a recitation. Request to remove.
· The GE assessment plan that is provided goes with the old version of the course. Please update. For example:
· The passage for ELO1 that says that “Students study primary sources translated into English from different languages, and one of their analyses is presented as a second essay (term paper)” no longer applies in the updated version of the course. Indeed, the second essay about the Chronicle of Joshua the Stylite has been removed from the updated syllabus.  
· The explanation for ELO3 refers to recitation sections. However, these have been eliminated in the revised version of the course.
· On the syllabus, also include the GE Historical Study goals (not just the expected learning outcomes).

· The schedule seems to include some inaccuracies perhaps due to the original syllabus having been adjusted. For example:

· Week 3 in the original syllabus has now become the content of Week 7. In the original course, there was a map quiz #1 that week in discussion section. The following week, there was a map quiz #2. In the revised version of the course, there is map quiz 1 in Week 3 but the schedule does not ever mention a map quiz #2. 

· Is the mid-term really going to take place in Week 11? Perhaps it just appears in that week because in the original syllabus, Rome, the Parthians, and the Buffer States were discussed the same week as the mid-term. However, in the original syllabus all of that took place in Week 8 (i.e., around the middle of the semester). Now, that no longer is the case & waiting until Week 11 to give a midterm is quite late.
· p. 4: “More than three absences will result in a grade of “EN” for the course.” EN is used for students who do not attend or stop attending altogether. However, in the case of this particular course where more than 3 absences would result in a failing grade (even, presumably, if a student subsequently comes back to class), it would be preferable to use “E.” 
· Blount, Wilson, unanimously approved with 2 contingencies (in bold above) and 3 recommendations (in italics above)
3) WGSS 3300.01S (new course)
· Very interesting course. 
· Question: Why this decimalized number? Is WGSS envisaging a .02 course soon?
· Wilson, Blount, unanimously approved with one question (in italics above)
4) Italian and Comparative Studies 3052 (new cross-listed courses; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies)
· Request concurrences from NELC & Classics (Modern Greek section).
· p. 5: Parts of the academic misconduct statement are repeated: e.g., fact that all cases of misconduct will be reported to COAM or link to Code of Student Conduct. Items mentioned in the ASC-approved academic misconduct statement should preferably not be repeated as students are not likely to read multiple variations of the same statement.  

· Wilson, Fletcher, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
5) Italian 3798.01 (course change; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies)
· The members have some concerns/questions about the role of the GTA—in particular, it seems that person would be responsible for developing instructional materials of the course and for the structured instruction in the country. Who is the instructor of record for the course?
· There is a possible disconnect between the description of the course for the course catalog (“contemporary Italian society and culture”) and the syllabus at hand, which focuses on the historical city (the first sentence of the syllabus is actually “This course will use cities to narrate a cultural history of Italy, and history to unlock the communal and individual pasts of an Italian city: Bologna”). 
· Provide credit hour rationale (required for all education abroad course submissions).
· No vote.
6) History of Art 4350 (new course; requesting GE VPA and GE Historical Study)

· Because of the conflation of topics in the course (body in Mesoamerican art & artificial life) & the high level of the course (4000-level), the panel wonders whether this is really a general education course in spirit or whether this is more a major course.

· Obtain concurrence from Film Studies.

· The link with GE Historical Study is not clear. Please note that on p. 51 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual, the GE Historical Study expected learning outcomes (ELOs) are clarified. However, in the GE assessment plan submitted by the Department, the examples given for ELO2 & ELO3 have no connection to the actual ELOs.
· Syllabus: This is not a graduate course. Therefore, there should not be a separate assignment for graduate students (p. 5).
