1. Approval of 10-3-18 minutes
· Wilson, Blount, unanimously approved
2. Italian 3798.01 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies) (return)
· Answers to the panel’s questions have been provided. The instructor of record will be the GTA. The Italian graduate program is eager to provide opportunities to their graduate students to develop their own syllabi & teach their own courses, including study abroad courses. This better positions their graduate students to find academic positions after graduation.
· Blount, Wilson, unanimously approved
3. Linguistics 2797.02 (new course; requesting GE Education Abroad) (return)
· Important information has been added to the syllabus to answer the questions of the panel.
· This is almost a language strategy class. Students are encouraged to notice their surroundings or pay attention to gestures for communication.

· Blount, Fletcher, unanimously approved
4. Persian 3704 (existing course with GE Literature; change from 2000-level to 3000-level)
· It is not clear to the panel why the course level is changed from 2000 to 3000, except that the department currently does not have a 3000-level Persian course. Panel wonders whether the content of the course has actually changed. In the end, the Panel decides that the content of the course (whether changed or not) is challenging enough to merit being offered at the 3000-level. 
· Remove D- in the grading scale (since it is not a grade at OSU) & add attendance policy when the course if offered.
· Wilson, Fletcher, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
5. Revision to Andean and Amazonian Studies Minor 
· Two types of changes have been made:
· Clean-up of courses in the list of core courses and electives. The rationale for this is: (1) need to delete courses no longer on the books or add new relevant courses; (2) need to assess the Andean and Amazonian Studies content of the courses at hand and their relevance in the minor.

· Students participating in the IFSA-Butler: Ecuador, Rehearsing Change program abroad will be able to count those 12 credits instead of the 12 cr core and elective courses at Ohio State. Thus, it will be easy for them to complete the Andean and Amazonian minor.

· Need cover letter from director of undergraduate studies or Chair of department summarizing the changes and providing guidance wrt the documents submitted with the proposal.
· English 4577.03 is listed on the minor advising sheet, but it has been in limbo since 5/8/18. The course should be taken out of limbo.

· Blount, Wilson, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above)
6. Spanish 2202 (course change; request to add 100% Distance Learning mode)
· Syllabus is very comprehensive.
· TalkAbroad allows students to speak with native speakers around the world for a fee.
