1) Molecular Genetics 2690 (team-taught with Philosophy 2690)
· It will be an elective in the Molecular Genetics major. 
· The absence of prereq might be challenging. 

· D- is not a grade at OSU; F should be replaced by E.

· Daly, Kwiek, unanimously approved with one comment (in italics above)
2) EEOB 5440 (new course)
· This used to be a course before conversion. 
· P. 1: “May semester” is not proper terminology. Use “May term.” Furthermore, the information on course format (“Lecture/Lab: 5 hour one day/week”) needs to be adjusted. Indeed, that info makes it appear that the lecture and lab are together 5 hours one day per week.
· It would be helpful to students to add lab schedule in daily schedule.

· Recommend 16-point font size for disability statement.
· Daly, Heckler, unanimously approved with three recommendations (in italics above)
3) EEOB 5340 (course change; number change from 7310 to 5340)
· This used to be a variable credit course. Under quarters, it was a 600-level course, but it was converted to a 7000-level course under semesters. 
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: This course seems only appropriate for 14, 12, or perhaps 8 weeks. The options for 6 and 4 weeks do not seem feasible.

· Syllabus:

· The contact hours add up to almost 4 credits. Encourage the department to reduce the number of contact hours to more closely match 3 semester credits, or change the course to 4 credits. See information on credit hours pp. 16-17 in ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual  https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 
· No details on the project or the other assignments are provided. We don’t know when the quizzes are. However, it is important to know whether some happen before the drop date in the fourth week. Exam 1 is in week 9, which is quite late. In sum, much is weighed toward the end of the semester. 

· Request to provide an old syllabus so that the panel can look at how the workload has been adjusted and how the transition from a variable credit to a fixed credit class will be accommodated.
· Might it be better to create a new course? And that way the 7000-level course can still be used.
