· P. 5: Describe Special Event project further. Also, under Grading Policy, it might be good to change the “Group project” to “Special Event” if those two are indeed the same.
· The proposal does not provide a clear description of the actual service-learning activities & why the S-L aspect of the course will be unique to Social Work (as opposed to, for example, a course delivered by the School of Communication).
· No vote.

4) Political Science 7560 (new course)

· Request concurrence from Statistics. (See OAA rules on concurrences.)
· P. 1: Instead of referring to a course by its instructor’s name (Bond), it might be best to state what this particular course does.

· Include ASC statements of academic misconduct & disability services.

· Provide more information on the flipped format of the class in case for some students this is their first experience with a flipped format.

· Provide some indication of the reading load.

· Suggest adding a grading scale.

· No vote.
5) Political Science 3798 (new course)

· The department received a concurrence from International Studies. They requested but did not obtain a concurrence from AAAS and AEDE. So concurrence is assumed for those units.
· Very intense/rigorous course.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu says that the course is never off campus. However, this is an education abroad course, so by definition it will be offered away from campus.
· Course is not listed in the curriculum map that is included in the proposal.

· P. 4 of syllabus: Technical skills assessment: 4 assignments at 5% each would add up to 20% (not the 15% mentioned in the syllabus).

· P. 5: add April 18 date for second pre-departure meeting.

· Might be useful to add information on the syllabus about when students will receive the readings for the abroad portion of the course. That way, students might be able to plan their readings ahead of departure. 
· Kaiser, Blevins, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above) and two recommendations (in italics above)
6) Political Science 4131 (new course)

· Q: Does the course need a concurrence from Law since it can be taken by graduate students in another department for graduate credit? A: It is a foundational course & the dept already has an Honors course on the Supreme Court. Therefore, concurrence is not really necessary in this case.
